1. Items from Chair: 
Approval of 11/12/10 minutes: 
Vaessin, Fredal, unanimously approved
(1) GE Math requirements; 
Math has set its course numbers for the GE requirements. The specifics do depend on the courses actually being converted. There are few changes (1151 has slightly less content than 151 and 152).
Language issue: originally “Mathematical and Logical Analysis” wording was used. The intention was not to change the wording; however, in this document, for example, the wording “Math or Logical Skills” is used.

(2) expedited: BA & BM in Music  
Quarter-version of these programs must be modified, in order to retain . accreditation until the change to semesters. Total number of cr hr  in each major has remained the same; some hours have been moved around; the changes affect about 3 students in  the BM and 20+ students in the BA. For BA in Music: increase in performance/applied study opportunities; for BM in Music: changes address perceived need of more composition opportunities.

2. Thesis option (Guests: Allison Snow and Merijn van der Heijden)  
· CCI looked at these issues 2 years ago.

· Students will be able to write thesis and  have recognition posted on their transcripts even if they are not in Honors (i.e., designation of “with research distinction”).

· The Honors thesis process is currently also being reviewed/revised.

· Min GPA at graduation for this recognition would be 3.0 for regular thesis instead of 3.4 for Honors ASC.

· Proposed that defense of a regular thesis would have 2 faculty on committee; ASC Honors version would have 3 faculty on committee.

· Q: What rationale for lower GPA for non-H thesis? A: Try to get as many students as we can. Quality of the students does not differ that much between 3.00 and 3.4.
· H students will have to do a H contract too (in addition to 3.4 GPA). 

· Course credit: 699 will be used for research; within ASC, 783H will be used for both H and non-H thesis while under quarters. Then, when conversion happens, there will be a specific number for thesis option and one for H thesis.

· Issue of level of faculty: only tenure-track faculty member allowed as advisor of record for an Honors thesis.  Proposal is different for a  regular thesis: anybody who is faculty could be advisor of record. Perhaps, we should add rule that at least one of the members on the exam committee for a regular thesis should be tenure-track faculty.
· Difference in wording: “with research distinction in …..” (for students who want to do research outside their major) vs. “with research distinction” (for students doing research inside their major). This distinction in wording would be useful to maintain.
· 4999 course will only be used by student during the term when student is actually writing his/her thesis. 4998: is used for research that does not culminate in thesis. Conversation about what to do when student takes 4999 and then decides not to finish her/his thesis that term. 
· What about 3999 and 2999? Does that mean that student can write a thesis (or H thesis) with sophomore classification? This seems somewhat low. Perhaps we should raise this to 3999 at the minimum. Indeed, we do want juniors to be able to finish a (H) thesis.

· Do we need continuation of this conversation by a small group? TG: ASC may want to do things differently than university requirements (what if ASC wants 3 committee members, for example?).
· This proposal will be taken to University Senate and Board of Trustees.

· CCI will wait to see what minimum University guidelines are and will then consider if ASC wants to follow the University policy. 
3. Rules for approving majors  
· Remaining item concerning wording of rule (8) about double majors. On 11-12-10, CCI approved the essence of the rule, but no finalized wording was agreed on. Both departments would have to agree that overlap is allowed.
· Instead of “comprising” put “constituting” for rule 4.
· Add this item to rule 1: “If you have only one major, no overlap is permitted with the GE, unless expressly allowed.” 

Hubin, Shabad, unanimously approved
· Ask Mary Ellen Jenkins to work on language issue throughout document—cf. some clauses are addressed to students. 

· Item 8 (and document as a whole) will be reviewed by MEJ and then submitted to Larry.
Hubin, Vaessin, unanimously approved.
4. Rules governing minors    
These rules will be mandatory.

1. Remove first short sentence that says that minors are not required for graduation. Indeed, some majors require a minor. Minimum of 12 semester credit hours; delete part about  maximum credit hours; 
Perhaps we can keep 3000-level as cut off level for upper-level courses and CCI could make exceptions for certain minors (e.g., Design Minor—in its current draft, minor contains several courses at 1000 and 2000 level).

Agreement to put language regarding upper-level courses (already agreed upon for majors – i.e., 3000-level and above, with exceptions for 2000-level math and physical science courses, etc.) into this rule.

No more than three semester hours of x193 (individual studies) coursework may be included.

Specify “with at least six of the semester hours at the upper division level.”

2. All the coursework needs to be at the 2000-level or above. Include this information in rule 1 and remove rest of number 2. (If 1000-level is important, that course can be added as a prerequisite to the minor) 
3. Remove first sentence altogether. (The rest of number 3 is more of a suggested guideline.) However, do keep this as a rule: “A minor must have an advising plan.”
4. Delete.

5. Unless expressly allowed, a student may not take a major and a minor in the same subject.

6. Keep.

7. Overlap between the GE and a minor is permissible unless specifically disallowed for an individual minor.

8. No more than 6 semester hours of transfer credit may be applied to any minor.

9. When students complete more than one minor, each minor must contain a minimum of 12 unique semester hours

10. No grade below a C- will be permitted in courses constituting the minor; the minimum overall cumulative point-hour ratio of the minor shall be 2.00.

13. Suggested guideline: Reword to encourage filing minor programs before the quarter of graduation.
14. “Once a student’s minor program form is on file in the college/school office, any changes must be approved by the faculty advisor and/or the college/school counselor.”
