1. Introduction

2. Questions on PACER
a. All undergraduate if not all graduate programs will be submitted with ASC 1 round of program approval.
b. All courses entered to PACER through the upload template spreadsheet must be manually completed in PACER

3. Program cover letter, Quarter to Semester guide

a. Required documents

b. Cover letter requirements-see documents
i. Letter from the program offering unit

1. Includes a list of all programs offered by the unit. 

2. Summarize unit level review processes 

a. It is helpful to include information that aided in the review of the program. i.e. peer institutions, exit surveys, student interviews
b. If there is a letter on PACER that you would like to review, and the program has left the department queue, contact GM and program will be sent back to department queue for editing.
c. Include the recommendation for approval from the Department Chair.

c. Transition policy
i. Policy for a student who starts on Quarters and will graduate under Semesters.

ii. Prerequisite courses may be affected. Check to ensure proper advising.

d. Curricular maps
i. Program learning outcomes

ii. Quarter to semester table

4. SBS process for program conversion
a. Official documented approval process

b. Each program will be reviewed by another department within SBS

i. Programs will be posted on the Arts and Sciences website. 

ii. Graduate programs will be reviewed by the graduate committee, undergraduate programs by the SSDP

iii. Programs will be discussed at the SSDP meetings
c. Learning outcomes should be written in assessable, student-centered language

d. Courses

i. What kind of review process should be established? 

1. OAA claims it will review all courses as they are converted

2. Review only the courses labeled Re-envisioned. 

e. Program review should be completed by the end of October

i. May schedule a special meeting to discuss before November

5. Advising rules for majors document

a. Arts and Sciences rules, from ASC CCI

b. Hours required from major department rule
i. Formerly stated 20 hours of 40 in major. 

ii. Option 2. States half of hours must come from major department

c. Transfer credit rule
i. How many hours must be completed at OSU once a student has transferred?

ii. Half of hours must be completed at OSU

d. Upper division courses rule

i. 40 semester hours would be the same ratio of hours as the old rule

ii. A&S and A&S approved courses

iii. Keep rule, at the same ratio of hours, 40 semester hours
