i) Needs a clearer transcript title, currently “Poltcs of Incm Ine”
(1) Will see if there is a system in place for transcript titles and make change

ii) Readings seem to be advanced for an undergraduate course, at least by judging from the types of journals selected.

(1) It is mentioned in the syllabus that although the readings are short they do require a careful reading.

d) Still need to match Aviation, Communication, International Studies, and Speech and Hearing

ii) International Studies-Aviation, for future

e) Discussion of the vetting process

i) Main goal should be to check to make sure all components of package are complete

ii) Will CAA care about the order the documents are in? Some things are out of order.

iii) SBS policy will be to follow the template as far as the order of the documents in PACER proposals
f) Discussion of Sociology proposal, BA Sociology, BA Criminology

i) Letter from chair includes graduate and undergraduate programs
ii) Learning goals “understand theories and concepts” and “develop comprehensive knowledge of discipline” were always together in curricular map, but are they different? 
(1) Listed ‘provide plan for honors students’ as learning goal instead of program goal
(2) Update language to students will/student centered language 
iii) letter, on page 3

(1) Claims major was recently revised, but does not give a date. 

(2) Lists meetings, but in end, no changes. What was discussed? More detail needed on topics

iv) Rationale 
(1) Again says recently revised, no date
v) Advising sheets are in wrong order, should be quarters than semesters
g) Discussion of Psychology

i) Overall, program under semesters  is unchanged
ii) Move from 6 areas of concentration to 4
iii) Only thing to consider is specific transition plan, but major does not contain sequences so should not be too difficult
h) Economics 
i) Learning goals

(1) ‘Students will improve’ is the language used. Language will be updated to standard student centered language, change to acquire
ii) Credit hour conversion, list of semester courses and curricular map do not always match

iii) Curricular map does not include the list of elective courses, just says choose 5 electives

(1) GM approved this method 

(a) Understanding is only need to clarify if it is a situation of ‘2 of these 5 courses’ or ‘ 4 courses that must include x,y,z’

iv) Curricular map does not indicate at what level, beginning, intermediate or advanced, each course will meet the learning goals

5) GM will send programs (Psychology, Soc, Crim, possibly Geo) back to units for revision and inclusion on Sciences Subcommittee agenda, for next Friday 

6) How to handle minors and other programs.
a) This group will not be handling graduate programs, but will handle minors and certificate programs

b) Minors do not require program learning goals. Check for chair’s letter, list of courses

c) Divide minors amongst the group for peer review

d) Pay close attention to minors listed as revised, straight conversion minors should be ok 

7) Courses
a) Still trying to find a way to batch search courses

b) Some departments still need to go back into PACER and update information that was not loaded in the spreadsheet. Must go into each course.

c) Check course template, be sure to select the level of conversion. Quarters to semesters, revised, combined, etc

d) Generally courses should be easily converted
