1. Review of the Communication, Journalism, and Speech and Hearing majors; Commentary by Nathanson and Trudeau (hopefully all proposals will be posted by Nov. 18 on http://ascq2s.osu.edu/)
a. Communication review

i. Tracks follow outline provided, look good

ii. Advising sheet under quarters does not list all prerequisites, so it appears 2 courses have been added when in reality they have not.

iii. Credit hour explanation, some of the hours do not add up for credit hour minimums.  

iv. Chart should not show hours required for degree, only for program

b. Journalism review

i. Mostly minor editing comments, math does not add up on total number of hours. Split up between major and required minor instead of the program as a whole

c. Vote: Unanimously approved, Journalism and Communication
d. Speech and hearing review

i. Materials looked good, just minor editing comments

ii. 2nd program learning goal should be reviewed for grammar

iii. More detail in the letter from the chair could be helpful

iv. Transition policy was touched on in the letter from the Chair, but is not included in a separate document.

v. Chair’s letter mentions change in credit hours at 35, but the chart only shows 32

vi. Vote: Unanimously approved
2. Review of minor conversion plans; found in department undergraduate links on ascq2s.osu.edu
a. Requirements for Minors. 

a. Credit hour explanation is still required 

b. Learning goals are not required

c. Minors are not considered degree programs or majors. Do not require assessment plan, learning goals, or a curricular map

d. Minors do require a semester advising sheet

e. Transition plans may be minimal but it needs to be clear that courses will be offered at the same frequency and sequences are not involved. 

b. Except for two NEW minors in Communication (Communication Technology and Organizational Communication) all other minors are conversions with minimal change.  Everyone should look at the two new minors (note that all 4 Communication minors are in one file)

c. As was the case with majors, there will be pair-wise vetting of all the other minors (minors are not a huge chore).  Representatives of the departments are matched as follows
Anthropology-Political Science

Psychology-Sociology

Economics-Geography

Communication-Speech and Hearing
But everyone should feel free to look and comment on any of the proposals.

3. Advising sheets all have different language for when to declare the minor or none at all. Would it be possible to standardize this information for students?

a. TV will draft language for the semester advising sheets, for review at the next meeting

4. Communication Minors

a. Semester advising sheets are not included

b. List of semester courses was not included

c. Credit hour explanation will have to show that the courses already exist under quarters, PACER problem
d. Will vote at next meeting after revisions have been made

5. Speech and Hearing Minor

a. Minimal changes to the minor

b. Straightforward conversion

c. Transition statement refers to the accreditation process Speech and Hearing must adhere to. Students should be able to complete without trouble. Course are currently offered twice a year and will continue.

d. Vote: Unanimously approved
6. Economics Minor

a. Straightforward conversion

7. Geography Minor

a. Changed structure, well explained

b. Students can choose 5 courses from a list of approved courses, 3 must be at the 3000 level or above

c. Quarters minor has areas of specialization students choose courses from selected areas but in practice the specializations are not followed and there were no level requirements.

d. Department will consider adding a 4000 or 5000 level requirement or a statement about advisor approval

e. Vote: Unanimously approved with changes
8. Anthropology

a. Straightforward conversion, looks good

b. Will remove learning goals, curricular map

c. Vote: Unanimously approved
9. Political Science

a. 7 minors, each with its own SIS number

b. Each minor needs a semester advising sheet

c. Straightforward conversion

d. Vote: Unanimously approved
10. Psychology

a. 7 minors

b. Learning goals can be removed

c. Straightforward conversion

d. Vote: Unanimously approved
11. Sociology

a. 4 minors

b. Increase from 5 courses to 6, but the rationale for the increase claims to add to the rigor but includes courses that could be at the 2000 level.
c. Perhaps statement should be updated to state the changes increase breadth of the minor

d. Vote: Unanimously approved
12. Discussion of where we are at and next steps
a. All 6 Geography majors have been approved by the Sciences Subcommittee of CCI. Will be reviewed at the December 3rd CCI meeting.

b. Both Anthropology majors have been approved by the Sciences Subcommittee of CCI. Will be reviewed at the December 3rd CCI meeting

c. Transition policies should be very clear when sequence courses are not required for a program. 

d. Courses that have a straight conversion will not be reviewed by this committee. Only new courses

e. Courses loaded through the course upload spreadsheet/template need to be revisited in PACER to select the semester conversion status. Minimal changes, significant changes, etc

f. Course levels need to reflect the new number system. i.e. the 4000 level cannot say freshman, sophomore AND junior, senior
