1. AAAS BA

a. Learning goals need to be revised, verbs

b. Cross listed course numbers need to be defined with the co-offering departments
c. List of courses should include the requirements of the major

d. 100 level language courses are listed on the curricular map, but do not count towards the major outside of the GEC

e. List of courses for semesters in Cognate Areas instead of numerical order and make a list of courses that are required for the 
f. Include a sample program to show how students will move from quarters to semesters. How the new semester courses will be incorporated.

2. AAAS MN

a. Offering college should be Humanities

b. Some courses still have the quarter numbers

c. Clarify number of votes and student to faculty ratio in letter

3. AAAS MA and GMN
a. Grammatical errors in letter

b. Includes some information about the undergraduates program that is not needed
4. Linguistics BA-New version, from D. Odden, not on agenda site
a. Major was revised in May 2009, no significant changes made for conversion

b. Prerequisites include a senior level course, but all are not required. How can a senior level course be a prerequisite? Will students have to wait until senior year to begin? 
i. Will add a footnote. This would be the exception rather than a rule for students who do not complete a 5th year of language.

ii. This course is really a post-hoc prerequisite

c. Major elective courses

i. Students can choose from a list but there are suggestions listed on the advising sheet. The suggestions are geared towards different areas of interest.

ii. Are all of the courses listed in the suggestions?

1. No. Grouped by themes but does not include all courses. Any of the courses in Linguistics could fulfill the elective choice.

2. Will add a statement on the advising sheet to guide students to a complete list of elective options.

d. Track B is not a formal track, but a suggested list of courses for advising purposes. Track B is purposed for students who are pursuing a career as a professional linguist.

i. Will make a note that Track A and Track B are for advising purposes only, not meant to be sub-plans that show on the transcript.

e. Is there anything limiting the number of 2000 level courses a student can take?
i. Not for the major but 39 hours of upper division hours are required for a degree.

f. Transition policy works for students starting on quarters

5. Linguistics MN

a. Update credit hour explanation table

b. Electives list 6000 and 7000 level courses, undergraduates cannot enroll at this level

c. Add C- or better required to receive credit for the minor

d. Honors courses with the H designation need to be listed separately

6. Linguistics MA and PhD

a. Proposal does not include an advising sheet

i. Even though there is not a formal advising sheet for graduate, can provide whatever the grad handbook or website gives for the core courses

ii. Advising sheet should include if there is a direct admit with a MA, and where students would take their candidacy exams in their PhD career. 

b. Add credit hours to list of semester courses

c. Transition policy, electives include 4000 level courses, which should not count for the PhD program when offered in Linguistics. When offered outside of Linguistics can be counted towards the PhD
