2. Physics Minor  
· They added the learning goals.

· Do research hours count as well? Probably not.
· They rearranged the core courses in the semester offering.

· Transition plan: They will offer a bridge course for students who did not finish a 3-course sequence under quarters.

· This seems to be a good proposal.

3. Anthropology: BA  

· Proposal needs a cover letter from Associate Dean.
· BA has 24 semester hours: not enough. A major needs to be at least 30 semester hours. They could put prereqs in the major. Currently, the major has 40 quarter hours.
· Learning goals do not have the levels.

4. Anthropology: BS 

· Learning goals do not have the levels.

· Under assessment conversion: Anthropology 401 should say Anthropology 3401.
· Q: Should we put a statement of advising in the transition plan? A: Not deemed to be necessary.

5. Geography: BS-- Atmospheric Sciences  
· Geography revised their major very recently, so the conversions proposed have minimal changes.

· This is an upper-level major.
· Comment: If all courses are required, will it be a problem for the students to get through the courses in time?

6. Geography: BA-- Environment & Society  
· All the program learning goals are identical for BA and BS.
· Program rationale statement: “. . . except where necessary to address sequencing concerns and ensure timely graduation for our students.” This point is not addressed in the transition plan. Subcommittee would like small clarification of what that means.
· Discussion as to whether 4-year plans are absolutely necessary. Not for this subcommittee.
