· G. Mumy: comments on 11/19 minutes

· GM acknowledges difference in learning outcomes between PACER form and the conversion proposal. 

· Psychology Dept already has a valid assessment plan with OAA.
· Point about faculty and number of courses: Psychology will teach as many and even more courses than under quarters. Typical teaching load is 4 in Psychology. Perhaps this should be addressed in a memo/letter by the Department. CAA will be expecting this type of information. 
2. JGS 100: Public Affairs Survey  
· Looks like a straightforward course.
· Inspired by ASC Survey course.

· Scheduled to start AU 2011.

· Worksheet assignment seems to deal with information specific to JGS. Students also work on three-quarter schedule projection.

3. Sociology: BA Sociology & BA Criminology    
BA Criminology:
· Program went through recent revision—hence no major changes. Some name changes to clarify content of courses. Additional option in electives (graduate level course can count toward one of the electives). Two additional courses have been added as electives.

· Program learning goals: last one is not phrased as a student learning outcome.
· Course number discrepancy: Sociology 4191 (on list of semester courses p. 5) or Sociology 3191 (on semester advising sheet p. 7)? 

· Department is preparing the levels for the learning goals.

BA Sociology:
· Very similar to Criminology (two courses are different).

· Same comment concerning program learning goals.

· Same course number discrepancy.

· Here too, Department is preparing the levels for the learning goals.

4. Economics: BA & BS    
Economics BA (new version was updated—11/22)

· Decimalization of principles of Microeconomics and Principles of Macroeconomics: 01 for BA, 02 and 03 are for BS. It is rare that a BA student take the 02 and 03 versions. 03 will cover more material. Students will be directed to that course by advisors.

· Program Learning Goals: Last one needs to be phrased using active voice. That is, “Students are prepared for graduate school and/or employment” should be “Students prepare for graduate school and/or employment.”
· Sample 4-year program: Math 1116/1130 and 1148/1131 requirement. It should say either/or. Indeed, other documents (e.g., Proposed advising sheet) say that core mathematics requirement is Math 1130 or 1148. (Also, Math 1130-1131 sequence makes sense, but 1116-1148 would not make as much sense. Math 1075-1148 would also make sense.) Ask Department to clarify this point. 
Economics BS

· Mathematics requirement for BS: confusion regarding the status of Math 1152 in proposed program. It has apparently been removed from list of program Prerequisites (answer to question 7). On the other hand, it appears in Part B of “Proposed semester-based advising sheet,” and is there listed as a 4 semester hour course, although it is in fact a 5 semester hour course. Moreover, point 12 says, “Math 152 had been a prerequisite, but is being dropped as a prerequisite even though it remains part of the B.S.” Finally, the sample 4 year program lists both Math 1151 and 1152 as GE course. Subcommittee member believes that in actuality the GE Math requirement for a B.S. will only be Math 1151 (not both courses). Math 1152 will remain in B.S. (but will not be a GE requirement for BS). Department needs to clarify this whole issue.
· There should be consistency in way the writing course is presented on both BA and BS advising sheets. Right now, on BA advising sheet, writing course is listed under Major Program Core Requirements while on BS advising sheet, writing course is listed under Major Program Other Major Courses/Major Electives.
· For both BA and BS, there seems to be a significant increase in courses; therefore, there might be need for additional staffing

5. Political Science: BA 

· This is a straight conversion.
· P. 1: Program learning goal number 2 is not finished and learning goals 3 and 4 are not there.

· They are working on levels for the learning goals.
