2. Psychology BA & BS 
· J. Fredal goes over requested changes.

· Changes made: pre-major specification is now there on PACER form; added line in transition policy; listing of learning goals is changed (they now match with what is later in document; one learning goal has been cut); department is confident that they can offer their courses often enough to cover all learning goals.

Bitters, Daniels, unanimously approved
3. Economics BS 
· Math 1151 is the only required course; will be 5 hr credit course.
· Math 1152 is recommended in case students want to take Schwarzenegger class.

· One addition since last time: Dept wants to raise minimum GPA to 2.25. Vote on this last point: Bitters, Daniels, unanimously approved 
4. Economics BA 
· They made the necessary changes; there are still a couple of issues with the mathematics requirement.
5. Political Science Minors (Political Science; Campaign and Elections; World Politics; Political Theory; Comparative Politics; Judicial Politics; Political Decision Making)

· All these major have 5 courses: 1 required course + 4 electives. They are all 3 credit courses. For each minor, there are 6 or more electives to choose from. All these minors were just recently approved (Spring 2008). A few of the courses have changed names; some small rearrangement of courses. Transition policy: good.

6. Psychology Minors (General Psychology; Biological Basis of Behavior; Psychology Research;  Social Psychology and Personality; Organization and Performance;  Developmental Psychology; Clinical and Individual Differences)

· All minors have 3 core courses (1100, 2220, 2300); students take 3 additional courses.

· Biological Basis of Behavior minor: one could take all 2000-level courses; in the advising sheet, they need to add note that at least 6 hours need to be at the 3000 level. Note added after meeting: This is also the case for General Psychology minor.

7. Zoology Minor 

· Learning goals are included (though not required for minors).
· Some of the courses are re-envisioned.

· Should say 14 credit hours throughout package: change that in Rationale & Zoology Minor Program
· Course listing and Curriculum Map for the Zoology Minor: typo: do not count towards hours in the major (should say “minor”)

· Last page (quarter advising sheet): Part A: Do not count toward the 45 hour minor (should say “45 hour major”)
