· Numbers do not add up: 26 + 3 = 30?, chart should say 27+3. Change required credit hours offered by the unit minimum and maximum to 27
· Change prereqs to 40.
· Program Learning Goals

· Goal 1: Students understand the processes that underlie evolution and be familiar with their manifestation in the natural world: typo needs to be corrected.

· All the learning goals are somewhat vague—words like “become familiar with,” “are familiar with” contribute to this. Does department think that those learning goals could be assessed? Does department want to revert to the learning goals that are at OAA? (Cat Meyers, Assessment Coordinator, will double-check that those learning goals are indeed new ones. Done on 12/16: her research confirms that those are new learning goals.)
· Remove Math 1148 from curriculum map. Confusion: Math 151, 152 and Math 1156 on wrong line (should be on same line as 1151).
· On advising sheet: remove Math 1148 (because it is a prereq to 1151)

General comment for all 3 EEOB programs: D. Andereck’s letter: “The major has been re-envisioned from its present version through a significant re-structuring of courses, as well as by modifying the goals of the program to include an emphasis in mathematics, statistics, and computer modeling.” This is not clear. In actuality, it would seem that math requirement has been decreased and there is no computer science course.
