1. Approval of 10/11/10 minutes  
Stafford, Shabad, unanimously approved
Motion to elect V. Williams chair for the day: Stafford, Gill, unanimously approved
2. BA in Music (immediate change for Quarters)  
· School of Music was not reaccredited in June. A stop-gap measure has been created for the time between AU 2011 and SU 2012.
· Semester version will be 47 hours.
3. BM in Music (immediate change for Quarters)  
For both BA and BM:
Stafford, Gill, unanimously approved
4. Art Ed BAE (semester conversion undergrad)  
· Transition from five-year BAE & MA with Licensure program to four-year BAE.

· Need an updated advising sheet (without old GEC categories)
· References to GEC throughout proposal need to be changed to GE. 

· There are references to diversity international Western and non-Western in the GE model. This needs to be combined in one big category (global studies).

· Revised program seems very similar to the quarter-system.
· Is there a problem with the second page of the curriculum map? (All courses on page 2 satisfy goal #1.) This is probably correct.

· Overview of transition plan. Question to dept: Lay out in transition plan what students who hold a BFA in Art and want to receive licensure later might need to do. Will they be able to take the licensure component (and related courses) without having to get the whole BAE?

· Students apply to program in their sophomore year.

· PACER form: Does this program have a pre-major? “No”: it should say “yes.”

Stafford, Gill, unanimously approved with contingencies (see items in bold above) 
5. Art Ed Art Entrepreneurship Minor (semester conversion undergrad) 
· Minor was just recently approved.
· Documents filed under the wrong heading BAE in Pacer. We have neither the quarter advising sheet nor the semester advising sheet.

· This is a straight conversion: 5 quarter courses are converted to 5 semester courses.

· Shabad, Stafford, unanimously approved (dept needs to take care of items in bold above)
6. Art Ed BA (NEW BA for semester undergrad)  
· Do students need to be accepted into this program? Is there a portfolio review or not?
· There is likely a pre-major (Pacer form does not indicate this). 
· There are no new courses.

· Program proposal: “draft” across pages should be deleted.

· P. 2 of program proposal: Applied learning: Reference to “H783” should be altered for semesters; not all numbers correspond with information in line 4 of curriculum map.
· The curriculum map should be more detailed.

· Anticipated enrollment is fairly small (about 20).

· P. 4: replace “quarter-by-quarter” in third line from the bottom with “semester-by-semester.”
· The Department has the necessary resources to staff the program.

· Art Education will change its name; new name will incorporate following concepts: Arts Policy, Practices and Profession.

· Delete “Preliminary prospectus” and replace with finalized title.

· What about course syllabi and concurrence? Syllabi are not necessary. V. Williams will obtain letter from Fisher.

· They gave two different major advising sheets. Which one is correct?
