1) Approval of 12-10-10 minutes 
a) Motion to approve, Masters, Shabad, unanimously approved

2) ASC degree rules  (majors and minors) 
a) Will add an exception clause to rule #5 to allow overlap for students who are completing 2 tagged degrees

b) Motion to approve, Hubin, Fitzpatrick, unanimously approved
3) Economics BS 
a) Subcommittee letter from Daniels:  Major changes to course offerings, additional courses offered at the higher level, decimalized courses 

b) Hubin and Gill primary reviewers: Described as re-envisioned although changes seem to be well intentioned but minor

i) BS has a GPA requirement, mostly to aid advisors with guiding students to the BA or the BS

ii) Prerequisites appear to change, but the Math department has combined 2 courses previously required into one semester course. A former Math prerequisite is now under the GE.

iii) Do not see many 3000 level courses, why?

(1) Economics has mostly 4000 and 5000 level course, not very many 3000 level are offered

iv) Clarification on the PACER chart, the chart (first line, column c) should not include prerequisite hours for the major: it should say 36 instead of 39.
(1) Proposal will be sent back to Economics to update the PACER program request form, excluding the prerequisite courses from the total hour count

c) Motion, Hubin, Gill: unanimously approved pending change above
4) Economics BA 
a) Subcommittee letter from Daniels, asked for clarification on a Learning Goal and on the prerequisite for the Math requirement

i) Program requires Math 1130 or 1148. One course beyond the GE requirement

b) Hubin/Gill review:  Very minimal changes made to the BA

c) Proposal semester advising sheet seems to imply 10 hours of prerequisite but the courses fulfill the GE and cannot be counted towards the major in the Program Request Form on PACER

i) TG will clarify this difference in his letter of approval.

d) Motion to approve: Gill, Hubin, unanimously approved
5) Economics Minor 
a) Subcommittee feedback: no significant changes

b) Reviewer feedback, Hubin, Gill: advising sheet does not list the decimalized courses

i) Students may take any of the decimalized courses to complete the minor. For example, 4001.01 or 4001.02 would count.

c) Will ask department to remove the statement on the advising sheet about Statistics as a prerequisite/supplementary requirement. The prerequisites are essential for the courses, not the program and do not need to be clarified.

d) Motion to approve, Gill, Hubin, unanimously approved
6) Psychology BS and BA

a) Subcommittee feedback, Fredal: Number of areas of concentration went from 6 to 4. Subcommittee asked  for clarification on learning goals, number of students in the various areas.

b) Reviewer, Vaessin: Proposal mentions there was a revision to the major in Autumn 2008.  Proposal does not mention how students who started the program before Autumn 2008 will complete under semesters.  

i) Could be remedied by including the previous advising sheet.

(1) Does the current system Psychology has in place address this issue? Potentially there is no problem

ii) Transition statement should include a mention of advising resources, ensuring students can complete the program. Current statement seems to end advising assistance for students in the transition at the end of the 2011 school year.

iii) Pre-Major is only one course, Psychology 1100. Students can declare major once they have met with the department advisor, even if they have not yet taken this course.

iv) Courses that were only 4 quarter credit hours are changed to 3 semester hours, but are described as not changing.  Given the standard 3 -> 2 conversion factor, how is this possible?   
(1) Courses were truly 5 quarter credit hours with the level of work. 3 semester hours is appropriate without changing the content

v)  In list of courses for completion, courses are written 2331 (H), meaning students can take either the regular or honors version. 

(1) This is used inconsistently throughout the proposal. 

vi) Course Requirements table in the BS; format is not easy to read, things are cut off, instructions to ‘move to another category’ do not lead the reader to the intended courses, the green section under section 4 elective courses does not line up, some courses are not included, etc

(1) In this Course Requirements table in the BA some of the learning goals have been omitted

c) Has the revised proposal been posted? 

i) Yes, labeled 12/7/10

ii) Learning goals are still very generic and vague. The goals themselves did not change from one proposal to another.  However, different learning goals are listed in the proposal than on the PACER Program Request form

d) Learning goal #4 (writing and communicating effectively):  unless a student takes 2367, which is not required for the BA, that  student could complete the degree without an advanced writing course.

i) Could be fulfilled with another research course, but it is not listed in the curricular map

ii) Other courses that fulfill goal 4 are not required, only electives for the BA

iii) Department should look at what other courses are required to see if they fulfill this learning goal

e) Learning goal #5 does not meet the qualifications for a learning goal

f) Document uses term GEC instead of GE in some places and Psychology is misspelled throughout the document.

g) Both BA and BS programs will be sent back. Committee will ask the department to: 

i) Address the mapping of learning goal #4 in the BA. Indeed, students can take BA without fulfilling this learning goal (course 2367). If other mandatory courses fulfill this learning goal, they should be listed. 
ii) Update the transition statement to include additional advising resources through 2012, and a statement that includes the future of the pre-Autumn 2008 cohort (under GEC, instead of GEC-R). 
iii) Clarify the inclusion of Honors courses in the requirements (semester advising sheet: Section III; required core prerequisites). Cf. The course numbers followed by an (H) marker.
iv) Remove the list of courses at the end of the advising sheet (Section V. Other Course Offerings) that appear to be advertisements to students. 
v) Update and create a readable Course Offering table design. Ensure PDF conversion is complete, and include a key for the color coding. Many of the lines are currently cut off, courses are misaligned (+ other inconsistencies).
vi) Create a more detailed curricular map to demonstrate how the courses fulfill the learning goals in a more advanced way for the BS than the BA

vii) BS: Make the changes outlined in the letter from the Subcommittee chair: 
First, the Major sheet (pg 14 of the proposal), under Section I: Data Analysis and Research Requirements says “Take both of the courses listed below.” It should read “Take all the courses listed below” or “Take all four courses listed below.”  Second, the Major Course Planning Sheet (page 17 of the proposal) lists only two courses under Data Analysis and Research Requirements. It should list all four required research courses.  Third, the final paragraph under Rationale for Proposed Major Changes (page 7 of the proposal) says “These revisions allow students either three (for BS) or four (for BA) elective courses.” In fact, the revisions  should allow for two elective courses for the BS (four required data analysis and research methods courses rather than two as for the BA), and four for the BA.  

viii) Change the statement in the third paragraph of the rationale about the pre major, to  make very clear the only pre major course is Psychology 1100
ix) Update grammar and spelling issues throughout. Including term GEC instead of GE; “Psychology” is misspelled.
h) Motion to approve BA and BS contingent on changes noted above: Fitzpatrick, Fredal, approved unanimously.

7) Anthropology BS  
a) Was tabled after last meeting due to concerns. LK believes the concerns have not been sufficiently addressed. 

i) GM: Statistics 145 is approved for the Anthropology major, per CAA. This is an exception to the rule that 100 level courses cannot count in the major.

ii) The department is asking for the committee to honor the previous decision made by CAA.

b) BA program appears to allow students to complete all electives in independent study and research only. LK has asked for clarification for the BA.  The list of elective courses for the BS is very similar to that for the BA, so the same clarification will be needed for the BS.
