1) Approval of 1-14-11 minutes  
a) Masters, Harvey, unanimously approved
2) Physics BS 
a) Subcommittee review: major went from 6 tracks to 4 specializations. Added more honors options, requirement of a 3rd lab course, and merged material from the 3rd writing course into an advanced lab course.

b) Reviewers Gill and Masters: 

i) Gill: All questions were resolved, no major issues with the proposal. 

ii) Masters: GEC is used throughout the document instead of GE. 

(1) 1000 level courses have been included in the major.  These courses could go into major prerequisites, but that would mean changing the Program Request form, the curriculum map, and other documents. 

(a) The department is already counting these courses as major prerequisites on the Program Request form

(2) Semester advising sheet: clarify the intro Math and Physics courses are prerequisites for the major. Could be included with the Math 2000 prerequisites. 
(3) Semester advising sheet: Update quarter course numbers to the appropriate semester number
c) Proposal will be sent back to the department
d) Motion to approve pending changes above, Masters, Gill: unanimously approved
3) Zoology BS  and Zoology BA
a) Letter from the subcommittee: Daniels, program is re-envisioned due to changes in the courses. Went from 6 focus areas to 5.  Math and Organic Chemistry requirements have changed from two quarters to one semester. Added a Statistics requirement. 

b) Reviewers: Harvey, Krissek: Biodiversity elective courses EEOB 4210, 20, 30 are listed as variable credit 2-4 hours. Are they variable?

i) The courses will have a fixed number of credit hours, but the courses are still being developed.  A few instances of this in the proposal, all will be fixed credit hours. 

ii) The only variable credit hours will be field work and research, which is accepted in many programs. 

iii) Depending on how the credit hours are assigned to the courses still being finalized, the number of elective hours a student takes will vary. The proposal mentions a student could take 0-10 hours of electives but when using the addition from the advising sheet it seems to be 5-10 hours. The potential for the core courses could be 25 hours.

iv) Suggestion to department: Semester advising sheet should include a statement that courses can be applied to the elective hours with approval of the advisor

(1) (Semester advising sheet requires an advisor signature, forcing students to get approval of their course choices. )

4) Sociology BA  
a) Letter from the subcommittee: Daniels, straightforward conversion, program was reviewed in 2007. 

b) Reviewers Fitzpatrick, Nathanson: no major concerns. Transition policy does not address students who would have started the major before the 2007 revision. It seems the new requirements would make it easier for students to complete the major. 

c) Mumy will send feedback to the department regarding the broad nature of the program learning goals
