1) Approval of 1-28-11 minutes  
a) Motion: Solomon, Fredal, unanimously approved
2) BA in Arts Management  
a) Introduction from V. Williams: new degree under semesters. Created from growth of the Arts Entrepreneurship minor. Not a tagged degree, regular BA.
b) Reviewer: Krissek

i) Program Request form seems to have minimum and maximum hours reversed in the chart. Example: 27 minimum, 0 maximum

ii) The assessment plan is clearly spelled out in the Pacer form, but the student assessment plan in the proposal (pg 6) seems to describe student outcomes (what students will do), rather than assessment of those outcomes. Perhaps the term assessment is used in this context in a broader way than just the assessment plan. 
(1) Section will be renamed so the intent is clear to the reader. Use of the word assessment will be limited. Add word “assessment” to title of next section “Program Evaluation,” which deals with assessment.
iii) Page 7 “Students may not declare their major until application for graduation.” Typo; student can and should declare the major before graduation

iv) P. 9: 2nd paragraph: Proposal seems to read that all students will have 2 majors, but could be clarified. Some students could take this program as their only major.

v) Page 12: 4 year plan does not include a survey course (first year, first semester). 

vi) Title of the Mentorship course (ArtEdu  4786) could be misleading. Students may think they have to do the mentoring. Suggestion: would they like to change the title?
c) Motion to approve pending changes above, Fredal, Solomon: unanimously approved
3) Art Education—BAE
a) Introduction from V. Williams: Tagged degree, previously a 5 year program with students continuing to MA program to complete licensure. Students would not complete the MA degree, only the 6 hours of required coursework to gain licensure. Under semesters, licensure included in the 4 year program. Students apply to program as Sophomores, submit portfolio in Junior year and officially declare the major as Seniors. Nationally accredited, many of the course choices are mandated. 
b) Reviewers Solomon, Hubin

i) Program Request form column C sets maximum hours at 0. On the Pacer table, the minimum and maximum for inside and outside of the unit will need to be corrected. Inside the unit = 42 min., 45 max.  Outside the unit = 77 min, 80 max.
ii) GEC is used throughout 4-year plans and conversion plans (should be GE). 
iii) Old GEC terms are used on advising sheet (Western and Non-Western). Under GE, it’s all “global studies.”
iv) Chart at the end of the document did not convert properly to pdf.

c) Motion to approve pending changes above, Hubin, Gill, unanimously approved 

4) Engineering Science Minor 
a) Previously approved by CAA

b) There are no prerequisite courses for the minor.
c) Proposal states there are no prerequisites, but it also states there is a math prerequisite. 

d) Minor was recently approved. Only 1 student has completed this minor. Minor was created for students who perhaps change their major from Engineering and come to Arts and Sciences. 

e) Under quarters, had 2 100 level Engineering courses. Under semesters, these courses are 1000 level courses. 

f) Additionally, CSE courses (under Computational Technologies) that were 200 level under quarters have been converted to 1000 level under semesters. 

g) Other options for the Computational Technologies are 1000 level Engineering courses were not included in the quarter version. 

h) Most of the concern is about the Engineering courses, at the 1000 level, that were not previously included in the Minor.

i) CCI will request:

i) a rationale from Engineering about the renumbering of courses that used to be at 200 level to courses at 1000 level (CSE 1113, 1211, 1221, 1222, 1223)

ii) syllabi for new courses at 1000-level that have been added to minor: ENG 1281.01, .02, .03
iii) clarification of who the audience is.
j) Tabled, CCI will review upon return
5) Technological Studies Minor 
a) Reviewer: Vaessin, Gill
i) Very similar to Engineering Science minor

ii) One credit hour Capstone course included in course work
iii) A better rationale for the 1000 level courses would be helpful

iv) 2nd option of this minor seems to be very similar to one of the tracks in the Engineering Science minor 
b) CCI will request:

i) a rationale from Engineering about the renumbering of courses that used to be at 200 level to courses at 1000 level (CSE 1113, 1211, 1221, 1222, 1223)

ii) syllabi for new courses at 1000-level that have been added to minor: ENG 1281.01, .02, .03

iii) clarification of who the audience is.
Smaller issues:

· Learning goal 1: “Better understand the role of technology (engineering) in society and the interactions of technology (engineering) with their major field.” This may not be possible given that students will come from different majors.

· First core option states a GEC Natural Science course is required, while for the Second option it is not clear whether this is required as well. 
· Courses for option 1 are not listed as meeting any of the program learning goals. Curriculum map is confusing.
· CSE 1000-level courses  are listed as meeting goals at intermediate level, which seems odd.
