i) Add 2xxx level courses at the bottom of page 4
ii) Program request form will be changed to reflect only the hours in the major, in column C line 1 (30). Currently counts prerequisites as well.

c) Motion to approve: Masters, Daniels, unanimously approved (with request for changes in bold)
4) Discussion of minor learning goals

a) CAA has balked at minors having the same learning goals as a major

b) CCI feels it is reasonable for both the minor and major to have the same learning goals

c) Curricular map included with the minor learning goals will help demonstrate that goals are reached but to different  level than for major
d) Members of CCI hope to educate the members of CAA on this 
5) Philosophy Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: straightforward conversion
b) Reviewers: Harvey, Krissek
i) Curricular map, Symbolic Logic is listed twice and two different levels
ii) Learning goal #4 will be removed (since 2500 is not required)
iii) If a student is interested in one of the higher level courses for the minor, would they have any trouble enrolling? No. Students generally take lower level courses first and can always enroll with permission of the instructor
c) Motion: Harvey, Fredal, unanimously approved (with request for changes in bold)
6) Art Entrepreneurship Minor  
a) Letter from the subcommittee: straightforward conversion. 5 courses under quarters, 5 courses under semesters
b) Reviewers: Nathanson, Masters
i) Mistake in Associate Dean’s letter: minor is 15 cr hours (not 16).

ii) List of semester courses includes incorrect numbers. 4480/3480 and 4481/3481 listed in curriculum map, list of minor core courses, and semester advising sheet should be 3680 and 3681 respectively.
iii) List of core courses omits courses from Fischer College of Business (add these)
iv) GEC is used instead of GE on the semester advising sheet
v) Program request form states total credit hours under quarters as 24; credit hours are listed as 16, should be 15. 
vi) Credit Hour Explanation:

(1) Maximum should be the same as the minimum on PACER table
(2) Prerequisite of Econ 200 for Business 490 is listed in the program request form, but not mentioned in the proposal. Proposal should change hours of perquisites to 0, since course is not a prerequisite for the minor
(3) Column C, row 3, should be changed to 9. Maximums should not be left at 0
(4) In sum, 

(a) numbers in column A should be (in descending order): 24, 15, 15, 9, 9, 0, 0

(b) numbers in column C should be (in descending order): 15, 9, 9, 6, 6, 0, 0
vii) Rationale includes a mention of clarification of prerequisites (“Minimal changes in course names, correction . . .”). Should remove this sentence to avoid questions.
viii) Suggestion: Course prerequisite could be clarified on the minor advising sheet

c) Motion: Fredal, Hubin, unanimously approved (with request for changes in bold)
7) Sociology Minor 
a) Letter from subcommittee: converted with minimal changes, recently revised under quarters. 
b) Reviewers: Gill, Solomon
i) Semester advising sheet refers to quarters on the course check list at the bottom of the page
ii) Minor does include a 1000 level course, but the total number of hours in the minor has enough hours of upper level courses to account for this
c) Motion: Gill, Solomon, unanimously approved (with request for change in bold)
8) GE categories topics list and order of topics  
a) List of topics from ULAC can be confusing to departments, could be clarified further by CCI
b) PACER has a list of categories under a help section for reference when submitting courses. This includes some historic language. 

c) Suggestion to use “areas” instead of “topics” to ease confusion to faculty.
d) Suggestion to arrange by Arts and Sciences 

e) Change Writing and Related Skills to Writing and Communication

f) Specify (1110) after Level 1 and (2367) after Level 2.

g) Change “Biological” and “Physical” to Biological Science and Physical Science

h) Under “Quantitative Reasoning”, change “Basic Computational Skills”  to “Basic Computation”
i) Call for endorsement of this presentation as acceptable
9) GE Natural Sciences BA/BS designation 
a) With the transition to semesters, is this a distinction we should continue to make?
b) Yes, distinction is important. ASC should maintain the status, and uphold the distinction when new GE courses are submitted for approval.
