1) Approval of 2-18-11 minutes  
a) Masters, Miller, unanimously approved
2) GE category discussion

a) ULAC will discuss if the mutual exclusivity of some categories will be carried over to semesters. 

b) Currently a course can only fulfill one category under the Arts and Humanities categories VPA, Literature, and Cultures and Ideas

c) T. Gustafson is seeking feedback from CCI members to take to ULAC
d) Request to move Culture and Ideas and Historical Study to follow Literature and VPA in the GE category list.
e) Foreign Language should go right underneath Writing and Communication in the GE category list.
3) SBS Aviation Major Revision (quarter)  
a) Continued discussion of the revised major. Additional information from the Aviation and Geography departments. Letter of support from Aviation and assurance of Geography’s ability to offer additional sections of the required courses if needed.
b) Motion: Vaessin, Daniels, unanimously approved
4) Discussion of Cross-disciplinary seminars  
a) Issues of course levels, targeted audience

b) Audience should not be Freshman-Senior for a successor to a capstone course. But, new cross-disciplinary seminars could be developed at an introductory level.
c) 3597 or 4597 can be used in the conversion
d) Should there be a new number for the new cross-disciplinary seminars and keep x597 for straight conversions of old capstones? 

e) Discussion will continue at divisional meetings and return to CCI at a later date
5) Astronomy and Astrophysics minor 
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal: Minimal changes, increase in the number of Physics courses at the 2000 level or above. Proposal includes the change in name of the minor.
b) Reviewers: Miller, Masters: Straightforward conversion, no issues. 

i) MOU indicates students will be considered majors in both Physics and Astronomy. How is this possible? 
(1) Physics will have a more active role in programming with Astronomy. The minor includes many Physics courses. Students will be enrolled in the Astronomy and Astrophysics program and Physics will have a representative on the Astronomy curricular committee.

c) Motion: Miller, Masters: unanimously approved
6) Sociology minors: Criminology and Criminal Justice Minor, Health and Society Minor, Inequality and Society Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee, Fredal: recently revised minors. 
b) Reviewers, Shabad, Vaessin: very straightforward conversion. 
i) The Inequality and Society Minor refers to the Criminology and Criminal Justice minor in the proposal rationale (first paragraph, first line).
ii) On all three semester advising sheets: Explanation of the overlap of the minors could be confusing to students. It takes at least 12 hours to complete a minor but the Sociology minors at hand require 18 cr hours. Statement should be more specific.
iii) All three semester advising sheets still use the term quarters (in column next to grade).
iv) Transition plan states students will only have to complete 5 courses instead of 6 if they were enrolled at OSU during quarters, but gives no requirements pertaining to course(s) completed under quarters. Request to add: ‘if one of the core courses was completed under quarters’. 
v) Transition policy reads ‘no less than 5 courses’ should read ‘no fewer than 5’

vi) Program rationale for the Criminology and Criminal Justice minor refers to a revised course name but does not explain which course that is. 
c) Motion to approve pending changes above: Shabad, Vaessin: unanimously approved
7) Music Minor
a) Letter from subcommittee, Williams: First offered in 2004, approved with the inclusion of 100-level courses in the “Applied category,” which consists of small group music lessons. Minor under semesters includes the same courses at the 1000 level.
b) Reviewers, Hubin, Krissek: straightforward conversion, no issues

c) Motion: Hubin, Fitzpatrick, unanimously approved
8) Music, Media, and Enterprise Minor
a) Letter from subcommittee, Williams: T.I.E. funded minor, creates opportunity for students to intern in New York, approved in 2009. 

b) Reviewers, Hubin, Krissek: straightforward conversion
i) Top 2 paragraphs on page after letter of chair (page starts with title: Music Core Courses) should be removed; do not apply to the minor

ii) Advising sheet cites an ASC rule determining credit hours for a minor that includes a 1000-level course, but the numbers are not correct. Rule should removed (“+Note: If Comm 1101 is taken, students must take at least 18 credits total.”)
c) Motion to approve pending changes above, Fitzpatrick, Hubin: unanimously approved
9) Memo on Advising for Arts Tagged Degrees  
a) New semester version of minimum and maximum hour requirements for students who are completing the  BFA and BAE dual degrees and the BM and BME dual degrees. 

b) Range from 158-168 credit hours depended on the degree combinations

c) Proposal has been vetted by ASC advising

d) Motion to approve: Vaessin, Hubin: unanimously approved
10) (FAES) Natural Resources Management Minor (terminated) 
a) Letter from chair: Minor has been terminated by the department. New, specialized, minors are being developed

b) In the proposal letter (letter of director), section D should include a statement of how many (ASC) students are currently enrolled and how they will transition to the newly developed minors.
