· BS and BA learning goals are identical. This is not an issue.

· Jim Fredal’s letter will need to be adjusted to say it’s Microbiology, not Biology.

· For the BA only: All courses listed at bottom of Rationale; “Revisions to the BS and BA degree programs”: Incorrect course numbers are given; those should be 4000-level courses. (The information is correct in the BS proposal.)

· On next page: “To complete their major requirements students will choose 9 hrs of electives: a minimum of 3 hrs from Group 1 and a maximum of 6 hrs from Group 2.” Remove: “… and a maximum of 6 hrs from Group 2” as otherwise sentence implicitly states that taking more classes is not OK.

· Pacer chart: Credit Hour Explanation: Minimum required credit hours offered by the unit: should be (from left to right): 30, 20, 24, 4.
· 5.List of semester courses: The required courses are expressed in number of courses and credits. What happens if students want to take e.g. Study Tour (9 cr)? Which takes precedence—number of courses or credits? This is not specified. Also, see advising sheet for same issue. One “course” is linked to 3 credits.
· For list of courses and advising sheet: When proposal says, for example, “at or above the 2000 level,” does that really allow students to take courses at the 2000 level or above (as implied in 5. List of semester courses) or does that limit the students to a list of 2000-level courses (as indicated on the advising sheet)? There are identical issues for courses at or above the 3000 level and at or above the 4000 level.

· Ask department whether they want to place a limit on research hours that can be used as electives.

· It should be clear where course outside the unit (mentioned on PACER sheet) is. It’s a studio course; explain this somewhere. And advising sheet should specify studio course comes from Art.
· Q: Which course(s) fulfill(s) writing requirement? Do all 5000-level courses in that Dept have substantial writing component? A: Yes. Specify this clearly on advising sheet.

· Member suggestion: One more course has been added (a required course), but program is listed as converted with minimal changes. Program should be marked as re-envisioned in PACER. CCI decides this is not a priority.
· Semester advising sheet: 
· Group C: “… These courses are to be distributed over four of the six areas of study listed below (nos. 6-11).” This should read “7-12”

· Group D: “Any additional three courses at the 5000-level or above, one of which must include a substantial paper (see 14 below).” This should read “see 15 below.”
