1) Updates

a. Seminar series courses should use the x88y (interdepartmental) and x89y, but courses that are only taught in the seminar format (ie small group of students taught by faculty) do not need to use the special numbering system

b. Add GE category to course requests. Blue Help question mark next to the selection of General Education course provides a list of all of the GE categories.
2) Actuarial Science-Craigmile, continued

a. Transition policy needs example 4 year plans

b. Minor typos

3) Math Minor-Craigmile
a. Unclear if minor is 14 or 15 hours

b. Transition plan could use sample calendars 
4) Earth Sciences BA-Hadad
a. 3 credit hour increase to the major and 3 hour increase to the prerequisites
b. Learning outcomes will be adjusted to use the active language
c. GE courses do not need to be specifically outlined in the 4 year plans. “GE course” is acceptable instead of 2nd writing, Diversity, etc

d. The program has historically been very flexible. Has there been discussion of creating tracks?
i. Not really. Only a small percentage of students take the BA. Most students are interested in post-graduate work and are able to relate some of the courses to that endeavor. Ex: law school-environmental law, prepare for education licensure exams. Students who want to pursue graduate programs in the sciences will take the BS program
5) Math MA-Craigmile, deactivating

a. Rationale is fine, program will be deactivated

6) Math MS, and PhD-Craigmile
a. Transition plans are missing from all 3 programs

b. Each program lists the same courses 

7) Math MMS-Craigmile
a. Two tracks, MathBio and Education
b. In approval process for quarters, and converting to semesters. 

8) Microbiology BS-Wolfe
a. Program learning goals are a shortened version of what is presented in the rationale

b. There are not any courses at the 3000 and 4000 level. Most of core courses are at the 5000 level. Are graduate students enrolled?

i. Yes, the courses are U/G

ii. Major is geared for Junior and Senior students only

iii. Department will revisit the course numbering, considering graduate students from other departments can enroll in a 4000 level course.
