Bitters, Guatelli-Steinberg, unanimously approved
2. Ecology minor  
· Program learning goals: same issue that we have seen in other programs of the department
· “Units” vs “hours” vs “credit hours.” Various terms are used throughout the program.
· Minor advising sheet: Word “substitution” seems to be out of place

Mumy, Guatelli-Steinberg, unanimuosly approved
3. Astronomy/Astrophysics BS
· Credit hour explanation on Pacer form: Prereqs should not be included in the total minimum credit hours required for completion of program.
· Quarter course Astron 295 cut back from 20 sessions to 14 sessions. Perhaps this should not be so heavily emphasized in the proposal.

· Last program learning goal: not written in student centered language & only comes up in one course. If there is only one course, recommendation that they remove this learning goal.

· Four-year plans and all transition plans: Survey should be added first quarter: that adds up to 17 hours. 
· Four-year semester plan: Why add GE with language and GE without language? Suggestion: drop reference to GE without language.
· Transition plan: how will students be informed that they should take those classes in time?

4. Astronomy/Astrophysics minor
· Credit hour explanation on Pacer form: Prereqs should not be included in the total minimum credit hours required for completion of program.

· P. 6: Prereq math: Math 4551: not mentioned anywhere else in the minor: this seems to be left over from the major. Delete this course.
Fredal, Buckner, unanimously approved (with small revision in bold above)
5. ASC 230 & E230 (requesting Social Science--Individuals and Groups GEC status) 

· Syllabus meets the Social Science—Individual and Groups definition. 
· Member question: Compas is a year-long program, but the course lasts one quarter. How does one insert the year-long activity into a quarter? Probably it is not. Some filmic material from the Fall will be accessible in the Winter.

· Issue: this is a topics course; it’s tricky to give GEC status. It would be nice to see a more generic syllabus, a syllabus applicable to a wider range of topics. Solution: approve GEC Social Science status for WI 2012. Resubmit course each time it is offered.

· Assessment plan: they don’t really say what they are going to do with the information (document only mentions that they will keep it on file). Who is going to be looking at the findings and in what way? Ask for clarification about the assessment plan (more detailed assessment plan would be welcome) & ask that the assessment plan focus on this offering of the course (the topic of immigration).
