· Pacer: 
· Credit Hour Explanation: Column c: required cr hr offered by the unit (minimum) 25, required cr hrs offered outside of the unit (minimum) 3. Where does total minimum credit hours (34) required for completion of program come from? Perhaps the discrepancy is due to the various tracks.
· Program Learning Goals on PACER and later in proposal should be worded exactly the same. 
· p. 1: Rationale for Program Changes: b. Re-envisioning several courses to enable two shorter and specialized 2-credit course: What does that mean?
· p. 2: List of semester courses in the program: 
· Strategic Communication, Core: 2367 H not listed

· Strategic Communication, Focus Area: 3331 listed twice

· New Media and Technology: Req. electives: BUS MHR 400: number should be on right side

· p. 4: 
· Courses under “Visual Design Requirement”: where are they in table p. 2? 

· Focus area electives: Here says min 3 cr, yet p. 2 says 9 cr. req.
· Strategic communication (3 nonredundant required): this is not very clear

· There are numerous discrepancies in the lists of courses (between list of semester courses in the program, advising sheets, and curriculum map). Verify accuracy of credit hours, course numbers and titles, headings of various categories on all semester advising sheets. These are often different from the ones in the list of courses early in proposal. Curriculum map has different information as well.
· p. 5: Comm 4100 “Communication and Emotion” is not in table p. 2

· Transition plan: should address bridge courses.
· Suggestion: remove 4-year semester plans because there are mistakes in GE: e.g., there are 4 FL courses whereas under semesters there are only 3.

Mumy, Guatelli-Steinberg, sent back (items in bold need to be addressed; this proposal will come back to subcommittee)
3. Sociology Minor  
· PACER form: Question under assessment: “Is this a degree program (undergraduate, graduate, or professional) or major proposal?” Should say “no.”
· Associate Dean’s letter: typo: Last paragraph: “The first three were revised in 2009 and the fourth was proposed as a new major and approved at the same time.” Should read “minor.”

4. Inequality and Society Minor 
· PACER form: Question under assessment: “Is this a degree program (undergraduate, graduate, or professional) or major proposal?” Should say “no.”

· Students could take many lower-level courses. Add rule that 6 cr need to be at 3000-level or above (in proposal and on advising sheet).

8. (FAES) Outreach Education Minor  
· Include more recent quarter advising sheet: see http://ascnet.osu.edu/global/shared/major_minors/Agricultural%20and%20Extension%20Education%20Update%208-5-10.pdf
The quarter sheet currently included in the package indicates that AEE 342 is 3 cr. In actuality, this course is 5 cr. Thus, this is a 22 quarter cr minor. 

· Change the Credit Hour Explanation on the PACER form accordingly.

· PACER sheet: Credit Hour Explanation: 9 cr required prereqs. Those prereqs do not appear elsewhere. If those are prereqs to course (as opposed to prereq to minor), change that up to 0. The advising sheet should specify that some courses have prereqs.
· Program learning goals: remove them or rephrase them. Indeed, program learning goals should be phrased using student-perspective with action verb: e.g. “Students analyze …..”

· PACER form: Question under assessment: “Is this a degree program (undergraduate, graduate, or professional) or major proposal?” Should say “no.”

· Program learning goals: remove them or rephrase them. Indeed, program learning goals should be phrased using student-perspective with action verb: e.g. “Students analyze …..”

· Provide quarter advising sheets.

· Include transition statements.

· Letter from the chair should be more specific regarding the changes in each minor.
