2) (ASC, EHE, FAES, SW) Youth Development 
Discussion of quarter version documents: 

· Why is this minor not based in Social Work? Not clear whether this minor is actually co-developed by ASC. Request official letters of support from the 4 colleges (Deans of EHE, SW, FAES, ASC Executive Dean). 
· Problem with advising: proposal says that it will take place within home department of the student. Such an advising structure is not practical.
· Curriculum Advisory Committee is not well developed: not clear who the members will be and what their task (their function) will be.
· pp. 4-5: “The advisory committee will be comprised of at least one faculty member from the four lead colleges…” Add word: “from each of the four lead colleges. . .”

· Request that EHE resubmit one pdf file that also include the documents turned in after the main proposal: namely, (1) most recent (ASC) quarter minor advising sheets and (2) list of faculty (w/ research and/or teaching interests in the topic). This will prevent confusion with already outdated advising sheets present in the original document. Also most recent ASC quarter advising sheet contains 2 mistakes: (1) SOCIOL 503 where it should say Social Work 503 and (2) SOCWORK 511 where it should say Sociology 511.

3) Molecular Genetics BS
· Overview of the program and changes presented by J. Fredal.
· 4-year plans: remove or overhaul (e.g. you can’t fit in each GE; option to take free electives every semester is not possible; sometimes freshman survey is left out; some places GEC courses are listed without credit requirement). 
· MG 5606: is now graduate course taken by undergraduates in sophomore year. It is a problem that students would take such an advanced course early on. Request clarification why 5000-level is necessary. Or perhaps this course should be at 4000-level. This might be the case for other courses as well.
· Consistency: In both curriculum maps: sometimes Honors options of courses are listed and sometimes not (e.g., left out for Bio 1113 and Bio 1114). Also, when alternatives for one course are given, sometimes they are listed on curriculum map and sometimes they are not (e.g., left out for Chem 1210, 1220).

· MG 5797 and 5798 are left out in list of semester courses for Plant Cellular and Molecular Biology Specialization.
