2) (EHE) Nutrition Minor  
· PACER form (Credit Hour Explanation): 5th line (column A): should be 18 hrs (not 20).

· Transition policy needed.
· Remove one of the copies of the chair letter (one contains more information than the other).

Mumy, Guatelli-Steinberg, unanimously approved with contingencies (in bold above)
3) (EHE) Coaching Education Minor  
· PACER form: 
· Sentence under Credit Hour Explanation chart: “There are no minimum hrs for the minor with the new changes.” Pease clarify.
· Comments box: Some comments lack clarity and contain grammar mistakes; maybe all those comments should be deleted now because they are confusing to new readers.
· Incomplete sentence at the end of the first paragraph of the transition plan.

· Rationale: In last paragraph: “Students who choose the minor have the choice to focus on the coaching and administration of youth and adolescent sports …” This does not seem to be a “choice” within the minor. Rather focusing on the coaching and administration of youth and adolescent sports seems inherent to the nature of the minor.
· No quarter advising sheet; please provide one.
· Make EDU PAES 1201 a prereq.
· ATH TRNG X661: provide full semester number.

4) (EHE) Family and Consumer Science Education  
· PACER form (Credit Hour Explanation): Fill out cells left blank; add 0s on last line.
· Meaning of the sentence under the credit Hour Explanation table?
· Add complete quarter and semester advising sheets.

· Add transition plan

· Document with following title: “Tech Ed & Training; Quarter to Semester Conversion”

· Why is “name of program” (and title) “Technical Education and Training?

· Next line refers to Bachelor of Science.  
· Under 7: there is mix of semester and quarter numbers: only use semester hours; what is meaning of yellow highlight? 
· Under 9: curriculum map lists 5289 (Culturally Responsive Teaching in Family and Consumer Sciences) whereas list under 7 mentions 2289 for same course.
· Table under 11 has different number of credit hours than on PACER form
· Under 12: Define WDE.

5) (EHE) Human Development and Family Science  
· PACER form: Under Assessment: “Is this a degree program . . .?” Needs to say “no” 
· Provide authentic advising sheets (quarter and semester)

· ASC rule governing minors under semester: At least 6 cr. should be at the 3000 level or above.  In the proposed semester version, all the required courses are numbered at the 2000 level as well as one elective. This is an issue.

6) (FAES) Forestry, Fisheries, and Wildlife (new)  
· Remove extraneous documents.

· GE language should be used on advising sheet: see point 4 (use GE instead of GEC and refer to GE categories, not GEC-R). 
· There should be a transition plan for students who are finishing the old minor.
· Required courses: give number of cr hours.

· Advising sheet: clarify 2nd paragraph: does one choose one focus area or one course in each focus area?

7) (FAES) Sustainable Agriculture (new)  
· Remove extraneous documents.

· GE language should be used on advising sheet: see point 4 (use GE instead of GEC and refer to GE categories, not GEC-R). 
· Program Learning Goals on PACER form should be exactly the same as those listed later in proposal under “expected learning outcomes.” Some of the learning outcomes should probably be rephrased: e.g., “executing the student farm” sounds odd. Suggestion that learning goals be removed altogether since they are not necessary at this point. 
· Advising sheet: Remove quarter numbers and add credit hours for all courses

8) (FAES) Animal Pre-Veterinary Medicine (new)  
· PACER form:

· Credit Hour Explanation: Provide explanation for 6 cr required prereq or remove

· Under Assessment: “Is this a degree program . . .?” Needs to say “no” 

· Typo: rational—should say “rationale”

9) (FAES) Entomology  
· Missing documents: quarter advising sheet, transition plan, letter of chair
· Likely typo: Entmlgy 3330 & 4440H have same title, “Social Insects”
· Pass/Fail courses cannot count toward minor (add this information instead of list of courses that cannot count toward minor)

· GE language should be used on advising sheet: see point 4 (use GE instead of GEC and refer to GE categories, not GEC-R).

10) (FCOB) General Business  
· PACER form (Credit Hour Explanation): Last line, column C: should be 10 (not 11). Also, minimum (cell above) will never be 8.

· Course number problem. ASC rule governing minors under semester: At least 6 cr. should be at the 3000 level or above.  In the proposed semester version of the General Business Minor, all the required courses are numbered at the 2000 level. This is an issue. FCOB will need to ask for exception or renumber their courses.
