Hubin, Williams, unanimously approved
2. BA Classical Humanities  
· Pacer form: General comment for all BAs: Program learning goals: phrase in student-centered active voice (e.g., “Students understand the literature and cultures of ancient Greece and Rome…”).  These goals should then also replace the goals given later in the proposal.  General comment for all BAs:  Assessment: Remove all explanation of the general changes made in the program and replace with a sentence regarding whether, under the semester calendar, assessment practices will be modified from current practice.
· Should there be a stipulation that students need to take coursework (x credits) above 3000? Perhaps add another required course at the 4000 level or above?

· 5. List of semester courses: CL 2201, 2202, 2220: should also indicate H versions; 2890H should be added, 3201: should be broken out (3201.01 and 3201.02)
· Semester advising sheet: General comment for all BAs: Specify that for courses outside the department, students need to talk to major advisor.
· Semester advising sheet:  Clarify whether “above the 2000 level” means “at or above the 2000 level” or “at or above the 3000 level.”
· Semester advising sheet: Suggest adding list of relevant departments outside Greek & Latin as for the other Classics BAs.

· General comment: For all BAs: semester advising sheet should specify the number of required courses (not just put number of credit hours).
· Curricular map:  General comment for all BAs: add a line for all courses outside Greek & Latin department and indicate which learning goals these courses might cover.

· General comment for all minors: Need student-centered learning goals as for BA programs, on Pacer forms and wherever learning goals are listed in the proposals
· Advising sheet: why exclusively Greek Civ prereq (or does this course cover Roman Civ, too)? Required courses: says 9 hours (how does one achieve the necessary 15 hours?). Clarify and separate Greek and Roman advising sheets.

· Pacer form:

· Assessment: Is this a degree program….: No (same issue for Classical Greek and Modern Greek minors)

· Transition plan: Number of typos and language issues:

· “regular quarterly meetings”

· “has a gap towards 101”: not clear what “gap” means here (temporal or curricular?) nor what “towards” means
· Language courses: “For students who were unable to do so, OR WHO ARE…”

· Period after “1102” and start new sentence: “. . . in Fall semester 2012 to bridge the gap between 101 and 1102. We will offer individual ‘bridge sessions’ to students who have problems to cope coping.”
