1) Pre-majors in SBS
a) Pre-major is defined as a list of courses that students must pass in order to declare the major. Can include major prerequisite courses that are required for graduation but having prerequisites for the major does not always make a pre-major. 

b) Examples of pre-majors, Criminology, International Studies, Communication, Speech and Hearing
2) GE courses

a) Each department should send a list of new and re-envisioned GE courses to G. Mumy  for review at the DAP 
b) GE courses should be careful to include enough detail in the content topics list section of the course proposal 
3) Discussion of re-envisioned courses Econ 2001.02 and Econ 4001.03
a) Re-envisioned courses for Econ majors and minors
4) Proposal for a major in Neuroscience: 11:00-11:30, Guest John Bruno of Psychology. Guests: Paulson and Bruno
a) Peer institutions offer neuroscience as a major to undergraduate students. Other institutions in Ohio that offer neuroscience as an undergraduate degree: Bladwin-Wallce, Cincinnati, Kent, Oberlin, 
b) Currently, neuroscience is offered as a minor. PSPs in neuroscience have been created in the past. Interested students are usually pre-med. Estimated enrollment after 2 years is 200 students, accepting 50 students a year. 

c) Psychology offers  graduate programs in  neuroscience and computational science

d) Questions:

i) The Molecular/Cellular track seems to have a high number of 7000 level courses.

(1) These courses currently have advanced undergraduate students enrolled under quarters

(2) Course are topical, would allow students by permission of the instructor only

(3) Anticipate the track would have more options at the 5000 level in the future as more courses are developed

ii) Chemistry 2310 is listed as a course in the Molecular/Cellular track, but 2410 and 2520 are the prerequisites for medical school/pre-med, will there be flexibility?

(1) Advisors will be able to make recommendations based on a student’s goals

iii) Assessment plan need to be more specific and learning goals reformatted to a bulleted list.
iv) How is this the Hopkins model? There are a few hours of required research, how do you think students will be able to handle this? Where do you foresee the students coming from?

(1) The program is only modeled after the Hopkins program in that it has 3 tracks

(2) Many students in psychology do undergraduate research. There is a support system for them in the department. It does not seem like an unreasonable requirement since so many students are able to do undergraduate research currently.

(3) Students will come to this major from the minor, new incoming freshman, and other students who are interested in interdisciplinary sciences
