· PACER form: Credit Hour Explanation:

· 2nd line, column a: 92 (86 from unit + 6 from GEC)
· 2nd line, column c: 72 (6 GE + 66 Design)
· 3rd line, column a: 124 (86 from unit + 6 from GEC + 22 other + 10)
· 3rd line, column c: 84 (66 + 6 + 12 electives)
· 4th line, column a: 71 (GEC)
· 4th line, column c: 47 (53 GE – 6)
· 5th line, column a: 103 (everything but 6 of GEC + 22 +10)
· 5th line, column c: 59 (GE – Design + 12 electives)
· Lines 2 and 5 in column d will be “10.” So department will need to provide a rationale for PACER.

· Letter from the Chair:
· Adjust letter for credit hours explanation.

· p. 2: Paragraph that starts with “A strict conversion of 195 credits to two-thirds . . .”  

· “Our faculty have decided to maintain this number of credit hours and to shift some of our current free Design elective courses to become required on the major programs. Thus, the 22  10 free electives that were a part of the quarter-based program in all three undergraduate majors, will drop increase to 12 semester credit hours of free electives that can be taken in any discipline across the university.”
· Letter also refers to 2 “versions” of the minor; should be 2 “tracks.”
· List of semester courses:

· Design 5553 is 5453 on semester advising sheet, four-year plan, and curriculum map.

· On advising sheet for semesters, add 4797.

· Curriculum map:

· Include Design 4797 in Curriculum Map 

· Question as to whether the Design electives need to be on the curriculum map. Suggestion to include them in a generic manner.
· Typos: 
· Department of Design Undergraduate Program Goals: #6: “acquire”
· Transition policy: last paragraph: “may be placed”
4. BA Arts Management (return)
· This is an untagged degree. 
· The VPA GE should indicate that students should take history of art or music appreciation course.
· Advising sheet: 

· Advanced courses: spacing makes it confusing. Gives the impression that these are two different lists. (Same issue on p. 10)
· Change GEC to GE on semester advising sheet.

· Statement “No courses may count on the major and on the minor” should read “No courses may count on both the major and the minor.”
· p. 12: change GEC to GE

· p. 12: appendix d: give new semester numbers
