1. General updates

a. Be sure to include a thorough transition statement in the proposal

b. PACER program request form should be representative of the hours included in the major

c. Graduate programs will move from the DAP to CAA. The CAA subcommittee will have a representative from the Grad School, omitting the traditional Grad School review.

2. Music Graduate programs

a. Music MM
i. Program is largely unchanged. Most concentrations had no change at all, the rest had minimal changes
ii. Proposal will need a document of courses that have changed from quarters to semesters, ie combined courses.
iii. Brass performance

1. Update proposal to explain where the content of 648, 649 and related studies is moved to under Semesters. 

iv. Related studies has been removed from all areas except Composition, which has been reduced to 2 hours from 15. Hours moved to supportive studies.
v. Rationale will be updated to clarify the changes made to the program. 

vi. Name change to the Instrumental Conducting to Orchestral vs Wind

vii. Proposal needs an inventory of courses

viii. Advising sheets need header of Quarter and Semester 

ix. Advising sheets should be revised to better reflect the OR choices and relative number of credit hours

x. Learning goals will be updated to include more active language 
xi. Add subplans in PACER for each specialization ie Orchestral conducting, Conducting, etc

xii. PACER chart will be left at 30 credit hours, with an explanation in the letter about the few programs that reach 34 hours

xiii. Remove mention of MA degrees from letter

b. Music MA 

i. Same changes as the MM

ii. Remove mention of MM degrees from letter
iii. When Music electives are mentioned, must list course numbers instead of areas of study. 

c. Music Education MA
i. Update wording in the rationale about the goals of the program’s research vs practice orientation

ii. Change references to Option A or B so they are consistent in prose.
1. Change option B to ‘non-thesis option’ instead of individual project on advising sheets as well as prose.

2. OR define what is considered a masters project
d. Woodwind Pedagogy MA
i. 40 semester hours in the program

ii. Students must have proficiency in 4 instruments as a prerequisite for the program

1. If lacking in one instrument, student can take extra course work in that area

iii. Must acknowledge the large number of credit hours and why they are applicable to this program. Highlighting the one on one instruction.
iv. Possibly reduce the number of credit hours on the more familiar instruments
e. Vocal Pedagogy MA
i. Thesis option is not available for this degree
