1) Approval of 2-11-11 minutes  
a) Vaessin, Fredal, unanimously approved
2) Items from the Chair

a) Old Capstone courses/new Cross Disciplinary Seminars: 

i) Courses were at the 500 level.  Their successors were expected to be at the 4000-level, but some are being proposed at the 3000 level, making them available to Sophomores, Juniors and Seniors.  What numbering level would be appropriate for these courses, given their learning goals?

ii) Do the same requirements (ie research) still apply to the new Cross Disciplinary Seminars?

iii) Committee will consider the new learning outcomes and prepare for discussion at a future meeting

b) Departments are beginning to seek advice from CCI about  the development of Education Abroad courses

3) BFA in Art
a) Letter from the subcommittee: Longstanding Tagged degree. Revised in 2008, eliminated pre-major and added a portfolio review. Straightforward conversion.

b) Reviewers: Guatelli-Steinberg, Krissek
i) pg 18, under year 4, GE literature course is specified as “Art xxxx” instead of GE or English.

ii) On the advising sheets, GE science requirements should be clear that one of the 3 courses requires a lab. The language could be misunderstood by students. Suggestion: “Biological or Physical Sciences, including one lab”—maybe include this in year 2. 

iii) Proposal should include check-sheet style advising sheets for students and for clarity at CAA. Pages with 4 year plans can still be included in the proposal as a sample but are not sufficient for advising purposes.
iv) Proposal will be sent back 

c) Motion:  Fredal, Guatelli-Steinberg, unanimously approved (with request for changes in bold above)
4) Art BA

a) Letter from subcommittee: Gill, minor changes, straightforward conversion
b) Reviewers: Daniels, Krissek
i) PACER chart (Credit Hour Explanation): Art Survey course is currently listed as part of credit hours outside of the unit (part of 103 quarter cr hrs). The number of required cr hrs offered outside of the unit should actually be 102. The 1 cr. survey course should be included in the “required prerequisite cr hrs not included above.”
ii) Proposal should include check-sheet style advising sheets for students and for clarity at CAA. 

iii) Proposal should include a list of courses and program requirements for students to follow under semesters
iv) In the curricular map, learning outcome for senior project. The term “capstone” could be misunderstood. Not use “Capstone/Assessment Point”
v) In the curricular map, advanced studio 2 is listed, but does not have any credit hours assigned to it. Will be removed. 
vi) Add a 4-year transition plan.
vii) Proposal will be sent back
c) Motion: Masters, Miller: unanimously approved (with request for changes in bold above)
5) Studio Art Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Minor is requesting an exception to ASC rule of 6 hours at 3000 level or above. Minor includes courses at the 2500 level and above. Issue of students unable to complete prerequisites for courses numbered above 2500-level, as well as safety concerns for courses like glass and woodworking.

b) Reviewers: Masters, Krissek

i) On the Program Request Form, degree program is selected (“Is this a degree program…?). This should say “no.”
ii) On the sheet that shows quarter courses and the new semester numbers (document dated 12-4-10), there is an inconsistency with the quarter equivalents of 2200 and 2300 (compared with the list dated 9-22-10 later in proposal). Which one is 206 (2-D) and which one is 208 (expanded media)? 
iii) Document dated 12-4-10: Uses –A3 and –H3 abbreviations next to course numbers; no key for these abbreviations

iv) Same document: Number for the project course, 5888 (formerly 699) should be changed. The X88X designation is intended for interdepartmental seminars. The course could become 4998.
v) An incomplete number is listed on the sheet dated 9-22-10: Art 20.

vi) The 2nd page of that document: should use GE instead of GEC.
vii) Proposal should include an advising sheet and an example transition plan.
viii) Program will be sent back 

c) Motion: Masters, Gill, unanimously approved (with request for changes in bold above)
6) All Psychology Minors (Biological Basis of Behavior Minor, Psychology Research Minor, Social Psychology and Personality Minor, Organization and Performance Minor, General Psychology Minor , Developmental Psychology Minor, Clinical and Individual Differences Minor) 
a) Letter from subcommittee: all minors have been recently revised, straightforward conversion

b) Reviewers:

i) Learning goals for the major are included in the minor proposal, as well as a curricular map with the list of semester courses

(1) Learning goals and curriculum map should be removed from the proposal
ii) On the advising sheet, requirements for all psychology minors misquotes an ASC rule, at 18 hours instead of 15 as the minimum if the 1100 course is taken as part of the minor. Department should remove reference to the ASC rule (“See ASC rules 1 and 2 under ASC Minor Guidelines.”)
iii) Advising sheet will be revised to show 1100 as a prerequisite to the minor

iv) The General Psychology Minor advising sheet asks students to take a course from “section III” but section III is not defined on the sheet. Refers to a portion of the major course list. Those courses should be added on the actual advising sheet.
v) Chair’s letter only refers to 6 minors instead of 7; omits the Psychology Research minor.

c) Motion to approve all Psychology minors: Miller, Fitzpatrick, unanimously approved (with request for changes in bold above)
7) Swahili Language and Culture Minor  and Somali Language and Culture Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: typo in letter refers to the programs as majors instead of minors. New minors, no errors in the program, only typos.

b) Reviewer: Fitzpatrick, Krissek,

i) Somali minor has limited options for students. 2 courses for non honors students

(1) Lack of courses is because there are not any advanced courses available in Somali at this time

ii) Program should list the credit hours next to the courses—where not included.
iii) Semester advising sheet asks students to list address; address line should be removed

iv) Swahili will return to department
