· A few courses are missing in list starting on document pp. 2-3: 3194, 4194, 4797, 7050, 7889. These may not all be necessary; however, these courses are listed on previous lists. 

· 4999H is mentioned nowhere in proposal. Double-check that this course should not be added.
· Change 788y throughout proposal; y is place holder for “9”.

· p. 4: MVIMG 600#: change to new number.

· Complete semester and quarter advising sheets are needed.
· Transition plan should be more specific: What if students have started in old system? That is, what happens if students have taken some of the electives in the old system? Are these courses applied to the new degree?
· Typo: Under “Program Rationale Statement”: 1. “This change is in response to the creation of an undergraduate consumer sciences.” This should read “undergraduate consumer sciences major.”

5. Developmental and Prevention Science minor   
· Pacer form: 
· Under “Assessment”: Is this a degree program . . .? Form says “yes,” where it should say “no.”

· Add explanation why this program is listed as new. Perhaps this is a technical problem; however, the dept should explain what is happening.

· Learning goals: Should be student-centered and use an action verb (or remove them)

· Rationale: Spelling mistake: “Complimentary” should read “complementary.”
· Semester and quarter advising sheets are required
· At least 6 cr at 3000 level or above: add rule and likely adjust course numbers.

· Transition plan is rather generic.
