a) Motion: Solomon, Fredal, unanimously approved
2) Evolution and Ecology BS 
a) Letter from subcommittee: Daniels. Straightforward conversion, decreased organic chemistry requirement, increased biology requirement

i) Straightforward conversion

ii) Letter from Associate Dean refers to program as a minor

iii) Rationale states the statistics course is “in the major” but the course is listed in all sections in the supporting courses. Stats 245 was moved to supporting courses and in the major courses another math or stats course has been added. Rationale should be adjusted to avoid confusion.

iv) Requirement for 39 hours at the 3000 level or above could potentially be met mostly outside of the major. If a student does not pick the electives correctly possibly would not meet the requirement. Biodiversity courses could both be at the 2000 level. Advising issue, will be discussed by the department. No change required, but committee wanted to point out the issue. (Perhaps Bio 2401, which replaces courses at the 400-level, could be renumbered 3401.)

3) Modern Greek BA  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters. Straightforward conversion. Courses in the major increased from 8 to 10. 

b) Reviewers: Mansfield, Solomon

i) Typo in student learning goal 3 “students fcultivate”

ii) Learning goals on the curricular map do not quite match the learning goals on the Program Request Form. Make phrasing identical.
iii) Addition of many 2000-level courses in the major would allow students to complete the requirements without taking upper-level courses (except for 4001 and 4002). For consideration by the department.
iv) Curricular map lists required courses outside of the unit. Courses are not required, but they are allowable as substitutes in the major requirements.
v) Learning goal #3 is only fulfilled by two courses that are not required. Possible alternatives are to delete goal #3, combine goal #3 and #4, or make one of the courses required for the major (e.g., 3200). (This latter option would also ensure that students take a 3000-level course.) For consideration by the department.
vi) 5940 is listed on the major advising sheet but not included in the list of semester courses
vii) Learning goal #4, remove “the” in the last sentence (“the knowledge about interaction”)
c) Motion: Fredal, Mansfield, unanimously approved  (pending changes in bold)
4) Latin Minor, Classical Greek Minor, Classical Humanities Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters. Straightforward conversion

b) Reviewers: Solomon, Mansfield

i) Remove learning goals from package, not required

ii) Classical Humanities—Greek Concentration: language used to describe the required courses on the advising sheets could be clarified. Recommend using language similar to Classical Greek or the Latin minor: e.g., “15 cr hours are needed with 6 cr hours at or above the 3000 level.” (Can be unclear how many upper division courses are required.) Same concerns for the Roman concentration advising sheet. 
iii) This language also needs to be corrected in the proposal itself: Under “5. List of Semester Courses”, “Required courses,” for both the Greek Civilization Concentration and the Roman Civilization Concentration.
iv) Typo on Classical Humanities-Greek Concentration advising sheet, “leve” instead of “level”
v) Classical Humanities, Check title of 2103 and 5013, both called “Greek Historians.” Should title be “Readings in Greek Historians” (to parallel Latin 5013 “Readings in Roman Historians”).

a) Letter from subcommittee: Miller. Straightforward conversion, recently revised under quarters.

i) Learning goals are not separated into categories like the other programs (need to add Goal A, Goal B etc.)
ii) Sample 4-year plan for BHPSW: GE requirements table has 2 lines duplicated (at end of one page and top of next page—Data analysis, 4679.05, GE 1st Science, GE 2nd Science w/ lab)).
