a) Letter from subcommittee: Miller. Minor will need an exception to the ASC rule that 1000-level courses do not count toward a minor

i) Advising sheet for track one uses XXX instead of course numbers for Elective courses outside Design. Does each of these refer to a specific course, or can any course from Communication and other units be used? Department will need to clarify which courses fulfill the requirement. Also, re: overlap between minors: xx unique hours should be changed to 12 unique hours.
ii) Minor advising sheet uses GEC instead of GE (for both tracks)

4) BA Math , BS Math 
a) Letter from Subcommittee: Fredal, minimal changes, 5 tracks instead of 6. Rule of C- or better applied to all courses.

ii) Proposal includes a bridge course, for GE credit, as Pass/Fail instead of graded. Is this allowable? Currently students can use AP credit to apply to the GE math credit, which is not graded.

5) BA Actuarial Science, BS Actuarial Science  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal. Conversion takes into account the increase in majors, sets strict standards

6) Ancient History and Classics BA

i) Advising issue: upper level courses could be avoided in the History and elective sections. Students should be made aware of the upper level requirements for an ASC degree (at least 39 sem cr hrs of ASC or ASC-approved course work for whole program).

i) Semester advising sheet lists credit hours for Physical and Biological sciences as 1-5 in each. Could be misleading, as a student could take more than 5 hours in one area. Recommendation will be communicated to the department that, when they finalize the sheet for semesters, they should either remove the number of units (credit hours) for each area, or change the number of units to 1-9 and leave the overall header of Natural Sciences with 10 credit hours before distributing advising sheet to students

a) Letter from subcommittee: Williams, Degrees only differ in specialization. Minimal changes
b) Reviewers: Guatelli-Steinberg,
i) Choral curricular map does not cover learning goal O. Is this required? It appears that Learning Goal O replaces Learning Goal N in the Choral program, because Goal O refers to using a voice instead of an instrument
ii) Semester advising sheet lists credit hours for Physical and Biological sciences as 1-5. Could be misleading as a student could take more than 5 hours in one area. Recommendation will be communicated to the department that, when they finalize the sheet for semesters, they should either remove the number of units (credit hours) for each area, or change the number of units to 1-9 and leave the overall header of Natural Sciences with 10 credit hours before distributing advising sheet to students
