i) Program request form, has two different minimum numbers-addressed in letter from Williams. Inclusion of a GE course in the major pre-requisite.

b) Reviewers: Masters, Krissek: semester advising sheet should specify the number of unique hours in the statement of overlapping minors.

a) Letter from Subcommittee: Fredal: straightforward conversion

b) Reviewers: Vaessin, Krissek: 

i) 3204 is confused with 3404 throughout the proposal (see, in particular, Rationale and Transition sections)
ii) Credit hours are not listed with the semester courses. Include these.
iii) Terminology is not consistent regarding terms “pre-major” and “prerequisite”. 

(1) This changes the required hours for the degree on the PACER Program Request Form. Should column C, first 2 lines, be 44 and 32 respectively?
(2) Term “pre-major” should be used throughout

iv) Transition policy gives credit for 3404 with completion of 607 or 604 under quarters. Problematic if students have already taken two other courses in the “Focus Area Electives” list. 

v) Prerequisite of English 269 (for Comm 3226) should be added to the prerequisite hours on the Program Request Form 

vi) Double asterisks marks on the semester advising sheet should be removed. 

vii) 4999/H and 4998/H should be listed on all advising sheets and included in the list of semester courses

viii) Discussion of the pre-major in Appendix A, pg 14, mixes terminology/course numbers of quarters and semesters, even when the topic is semesters.
ix) Comm 3149 still appears in the Curriculum Map. This should be 2149.

5) Communication BA  
a) Letter from Subcommittee: Fredal: minimal changes to program but some changes to be made. List of requested changes is included in subcommittee letter.
b) Reviewers: Vaessin, Krissek

i) Credit hours are not given with the courses.
ii) Program Request Form includes subprogram titled “Communication Technology”, but in the document it is referred to as “New Media and Communication Technology”.
iii) 1000 level courses are included as core courses; is this allowable? Affects Program Request Form chart. E.g.,
(1) New Media and Communication Technology includes 4 1000 level courses. 

(2) Communication Analysis and Practice subprogram: may be allowable to have COM 1110 included in major because there are  enough hours in the program to meet the upper level requirements.
(3) New Media and Communication Technology subprogram includes CSE 1000 level courses; by choosing 2 of those CSE courses as electives, a student could complete the major with fewer than 30 credits at the 2000 level or above. 

iv) CSE 2310 is listed in the list of semester courses for the program, but does not appear in the document again. Perhaps a typo for Psych 2310.
v) Table that lists the semester courses uses different terminology for the various groups of courses than the proposal (e.g., Required Electives vs. Special Topic Electives).
vi) Advising sheets list name of the subprogram as the degree name, rather than Communication BA, with a specialization in: ______.
vii) Advising sheet does not list the pre-major requirements. Advising sheet should include the pre-major.
viii) Advising sheets use “quarter” instead of “semester”  when describing the internship (bottom of sheet).
ix) 7000 level courses are listed as options for electives, should be removed

x) Information about repeatability and maximum number of credit hours is not provided for internships, in some cases.
xi) Strategic Communication advising sheet: Special Topic Electives description is not clear on how internship, research, and co-op can be used to meet the major requirements.  Can only 1 of internship and co-op be used?  Or can both be used?  The two paragraphs give contradictory information.  Also use semester course number for Research Experience, rather than COMM 699.
xii) Transition plan should be rewritten. The plan is very straightforward, but the wording is confusing. Title is attached to the previous page.
xiii) 4999/H and 4998/H should be listed on all advising sheets and included in the list of semester courses.
xiv) Table of semester courses does not always include the Honors versions.

i) One of the required courses converted to the 1000 level: 1100 (Communication in Society): It should be listed as a prerequisite to the minor. This will also affect the numbers on the Program Request Form (PACER chart—“Credit Hour Explanation”).
ii) Semester advising sheet refers to the minor as both 12 hours and 15 hours. 
iii) Suggestion to add ASC rule about 1000-level courses on advising sheet.
iv) GEC used instead of GE on the semester advising sheet
v) Clarify if the minor needs advisor approval

i) Some courses listed on the minor have a prerequisite. Inform unit of this.

iii) The second paragraph of the semester advising sheet: first sentence repeats information already present in first paragraph. 

iv) Program Request Form should have 13 as the maximum number of credit hours (column C, 3rd lines)

iii) Statement of 1000 level courses included in the minor uses 100 instead of 1000 for course level, and 5 instead of 3 for semester credit hours.

i) Under electives, Entomology 661 still uses the quarter number; semester number is not yet available. No change needed at this time. 

ii) ASCCAO will remove all but the top line of the credit hours on the Program Request Form

i) Program Request Form (Credit Hour Explanation): Total minimum credit hours should be 14 (first line, column c). Maximum offered outside the unit should be 9 (fifth line, column c).
ii) Semester advising sheet still contains student address; recommend removal.
iii) Semester advising sheet: Sentence: “The recommendation is to take one from each group and at least two outside of your major.” This should probably read “… and at least two outside of your major department.” Indeed, a student may not take a major and minor in the same subject.
iv) Design 7880 “Interdepartmental Seminar” is included in the minor; is there a restriction on which subject area is accepted (since Design 797 course in quarter version is “Brand Design”)? 
v) Clarification is needed on credit hours. Letter from Associate Dean Unnava says minor is minimum of 15 hours, but advising sheet says minor can be fulfilled at 14 credit hours. There is probably a mistake in the letter. This should be corrected.
