1) Approval of 5-20-11 minutes  
a) Hubin, Mansfield, unanimously approved
2) Item from the Chair  
a) CCI will meet over the summer
3) English B.A. 
a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters, straightforward conversion: Some outstanding points to be addressed: The first is that the goals statements scattered throughout are in non-standard form (“Students” + active verb), but they are understandable.  The second is that the EDU PAES 650 course mentioned in the pre-education specializations should have a semester number (but it quite likely isn’t available yet).
a) Reviewers: Shabad, Krissek
i) Requirements for graduation with distinction in English page refers to 4-6 hours of honors thesis research instead of 6-9 in two places and total number of hours should be adjusted to 42 (right now it says 40).
ii) Credit Hour Explanation on Pacer form: 3rd line in column C should be 42 (instead of 36).
b) Motion: Fitzpatrick, Shabad, unanimously approved (contingent on changes in bold above)
4) English Minor 
a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters, straightforward conversion

b) Reviewers: Shabad, Krissek

i) Straightforward conversion

c) Motion: Hubin, Miller, unanimously approved
5) Creative Writing Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters, straightforward conversion

b) Reviewers: Solomon, 

i) CCI will continue the exemption for this minor (exemption that English majors can also take this minor). Valarie Williams will adjust her cover letter to specify this. 
c) Motion: Hubin, Mansfield, unanimously approved
6) South Asia Studies Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters, straightforward conversion. Some outstanding points to be addressed:
i) Letter from the director (or person in charge) of this interdisciplinary minor is required. V. Williams will add paragraph to her letter explaining that director is currently out of the country.

ii) The 6-hr (or more) upper level requirement should be stated explicitly on the semester advising sheet.  (This requirement is mentioned in the proposal on the page headed "List of semester courses" but is not on the semester advising sheet itself.)  

iii) PACER form: the "Program Plan Code Abbreviation" is given as SASIAST but probably should be SASIAST-MN.

b) Reviewers: Fitzpatrick, Harvey
i) List of semester courses and semester advising sheet mention “students completing course work in Hindi, Urdu, Persian or Tibetan at the 200 level or above may count 3 hours of the language toward the minor.” This should read “2000-level or above.”
ii) Semester advising sheet: Arts and Sciences minor program guidelines: “Credit hours required: a minimum of 15.” The ASC rule is a minimum of 12. If unit wants to keep the information that a minimum of 15 is required, then the header needs to be rephrased to say: South Asia Studies Minor guidelines (and not the generic Arts and Sciences minor program guidelines).
iii) V. Williams’s letter will be adjusted to clarify that 5 courses (whether quarter courses or semester courses) need to be taken by the students.
c) Motion: Shabad, Hubin, unanimously approved (contingent on changes in bold above)
7) CIS Minor 
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal: Some outstanding points to be addressed:
i) Issue of the number of 2000 level courses in the minor.  This will need a waiver to precede or accompany the minor approval.
ii) Inconsistency in the language describing the structure of the major.  Whereas each track (Programming Fundamentals) includes one required course and one prerequisite (which is not part of the minor), the semester course list (number 11 of the proposal, page 1) describes the tracks as being comprised of a “sequence of two courses.”
iii) The first paragraph of Attachment #3 (Semester Advising Sheet) states that “each track consists of a...prerequisite...followed by a 3-credit course.” This should read, “followed by a 3- or 4-credit hour course,” since one of the courses is 4 credit hours.
iv) Finally, the minor is categorized as undergoing minimal changes on the PACER form, whereas the proposal itself lists the conversion as having “some” changes.  These should be consistent.

b) Reviewers: Harvey, Hubin

i) Semester advising sheet: 

· Technical skills courses do not have credit hours with the courses. Add these.

· GEC used instead of GE in heading “Overlap with GE(C).”
ii) Motion to approve 2000 Engineering courses to be counted as upper level: Hubin, Solomon, unanimously approved. Terry Gustafson will address this issue in his cover letter.
c) Motion: Harvey, Hubin, unanimously approved (contingent on changes in bold above)
8) International Studies Minor 
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal, straightforward conversion. Some outstanding points to be addressed:

i) The list of semester courses and the semester advising sheet for the West European Studies specialization includes IS 3350E. Should this be IS 3350 (rather than the E version), or perhaps either IS 3350 or IS 3350E?
ii) The Middle East Specialization includes a typographical error on the list of semester courses and on the quarter advising sheet.  History 3351/542.01 “Intellectual and Social Movements in the Muslim World” is incorrectly listed as “Intellectual and Social Movements Muslin (sic) World” (“in the” should be added and “muslin” corrected).

iii) On the Rationale for each minor/specialization, “course” in the second line should be plural to read: “the subtraction of courses no longer offered...”

iv) Finally, the rule concerning overlap with GE requirements will need to be added on the semester advising sheets.
b) Reviewers: Vaessin, Miller, Solomon, Krissek
i) Proposal does not indicate how many credits of the special topics course 5195 and study abroad 5797 can be applied to the minor. There appears to be no limit. Also what about combining these?
ii) The document refers to specializations as being minors. For example, “African studies minor” is really a minor in International Studies with a specialization in African studies. Correct this throughout document.
iii) Transition policy: Unit should address what the currency is (credit hours or numbers of courses?). (Same issue as was brought up for major.)
c) Motion: Shabad, Vaessin, unanimously approved (contingent on changes in bold above)
9) Speech and Hearing Science Minor 
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal, straightforward conversion. One outstanding issue: In the list of semester courses, SphHrng 2230 is titled “Introduction to Speech and Hearing Science.” On the next page, however, the title is “Exploring Communication Disorders.” And yet, the course has been entered in PACER using another title still: “Introduction to Communication and Its Disorders.” Request to clarify.
b) Reviewers: Mansfield, Fitzpatrick
i) Straightforward conversion

c) Motion: Fitzpatrick, Mansfield, unanimously approved (contingent on change in bold above)
10) International Economic and Social Development Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal, straightforward conversion

b) Reviewers: Hubin, Krissek
i) Variable credit hours for electives should be changed to a single number.
ii) Transition statement could be improved; it does not offer guidance. (See comment made last week by CCI.)
iii) Remove rules that do not apply to ASC students (e.g., information that a minor should be declared at the time a student accumulates 60 hours) and add specific ASC rules when ASC advising sheets are made. This will be the case for all FAES minors that are approved without ASC advising sheet. CCI will approve minor(s) for ASC students contingent on completion of ASC advising sheet(s).
c) Motion:  Hubin, Miller, unanimously approved (contingent on change in bold above)
11) Agribusiness Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal, straightforward conversion; Outstanding issue: Credit Hour Explanation on PACER form: The maximum required hours offered by the unit should be 12, not 9.  
b) Reviewers: Hubin, Krissek
i) Variable credit hours should be changed to a single number.
ii) Transition statement could be improved; it does not offer guidance. (See comment made last week by CCI.)
iii) Remove rules that do not apply to ASC students (e.g., information that a minor should be declared at the time a student accumulates 60 hours) and add specific ASC rules when ASC advising sheets are made. This will be the case for all FAES minors that are approved without ASC advising sheet. CCI will approve minor(s) for ASC students contingent on completion of ASC advising sheet(s).
iv) Semester advising sheet:
· Sentence: “AED Econ 200 (2001) and Econ 200 (2001) is a prerequisite.” Semester number should come first: “AED Econ 2001 (200) and Econ 2001 (200) is a prerequisite.”

· Sheet refers to macroeconomics as 2001, but course number for macroeconomics is 2002. 

c) Motion: Fredal, Hubin, unanimously approved (contingent on changes in bold above)
12) Plant Pathology Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal, straightforward conversion
b) Reviewers: Miller, Mansfield
i) Remove rules that do not apply to ASC students (e.g., information that a minor should be declared at the time a student accumulates 60 hours) and add specific ASC rules when ASC advising sheets are made. This will be the case for all FAES minors that are approved without ASC advising sheet. CCI will approve minor(s) for ASC students contingent on completion of ASC advising sheet(s).
ii) PACER form (credit hour explanation): Maximum outside the unit should be changed to 5 (instead of 4).
iii) Maximum number of hours in the minor is 15. Proposal should say that the minor consists of 12-15 credit hours (instead of 12-14).
iv) Electives should be 2-5 hours (instead of 2-4).
v) Required courses may have prerequisites that would need to be referred to on the Program Request Form.
vi) Course numbers: Microbiology 4090 will be Microbiology 4000. Microbiology 5000 will be Microbiology 4100.

c) Motion: Mansfield, Miller unanimously approved (contingent on changes in bold above)
13) Food Safety Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal, straightforward conversion; Outstanding issues:

i) PACER form Credit Hour Explanation: 
· Column C, 5th line: The maximum required credit hours offered outside the unit should be 8 (instead of 7).
· Column C, last line: The maximum prerequisite hours not included above is listed as 9.  The proposal should identify and explain the required prerequisite courses or change that number to 0.
ii) PACER Program learning goals:  Rephrase these goals without “will” to read: “Students understand…” and “Students apply principles…”etc.

iii) List of semester courses:  
· Microbiology 4090 will be Microbiology 4000 (4 cr)

· Microbiology 5000 will be Microbiology 4100 and will be 5 credit hours.

b) Reviewers: Miller, Mansfield

i) Remove rules that do not apply to ASC students (e.g., information that a minor should be declared at the time a student accumulates 60 hours) and add specific ASC rules when ASC advising sheets are made. This will be the case for all FAES minors that are approved without ASC advising sheet. CCI will approve minor(s) for ASC students contingent on completion of ASC advising sheet(s).
ii) “Electives” (in list of semester courses and semester advising sheet): 
· “Select a minimum of 2 hours from the following classes”: strange wording: how does one select 2 hours of a 3-hr course?

· “Required and elective courses in the minor must total 15-16 credit hours”: This should read 15-17, as correctly indicated in one place on the semester advising sheet.

iii) Quarter advising sheet: Under “Electives” incorrectly states “Required and elective courses in the minor must total 15-16 credit hours”—since the quarter minor required 20 hrs.
c) Motion: Mansfield, Fitzpatrick, unanimously approved (contingent on changes in bold above)
14) Food Processing Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal, straightforward conversion; Outstanding issues:

i) PACER form Credit Hour Explanation: 

· Column C, 5th line: The maximum required credit hours offered outside the unit is listed as 4, but should be 11.

· Column C, last line: The maximum required prerequisite credit hours not included above is listed as 9, though it is not clear where they come from.  The proposal should identify and explain the prerequisites or change this number to 0 (zero).
ii) PACER Program learning goals:  Rephrase these goals without “will [be able to]” to read: “Students integrate…” and “Students understand…”

iii) List of semester courses:  

· Microbiology 4090 will be Microbiology 4000 (4 cr)

· Microbiology 5000 will be Microbiology 4100 and will be 5 credit hours.
iv) For the sake of clarity and consistency, the proposal should include all credit hour numbers (including for Fd Sc&Te 5420, 5430, 5410, 5400, Anim Sci 4500, and Fa&B Eng 3481) on both the course list and the Semester Advising sheet.

b) Reviewers: Mansfield, Miller
i) Remove rules that do not apply to ASC students (e.g., information that a minor should be declared at the time a student accumulates 60 hours) and add specific ASC rules when ASC advising sheets are made. This will be the case for all FAES minors that are approved without ASC advising sheet. CCI will approve minor(s) for ASC students contingent on completion of ASC advising sheet(s).
ii) List of semester courses and semester advising sheet: 
· “Required: 12 hours” add “-13” to read “Required: 12-13 hours.” 
· “Electives: 3 hours from the following classes”: specify “Minimum of 3 hours …”

· Under “Electives,” delete statement in parentheses: (required and electives courses in the minor must total 15-17 credit hours)

iii) Transition statement: should specify that students will not be harmed in transition process.
c) Motion: Masters, Fredal, unanimously approved (contingent on changes in bold above)
15) Nutrition Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal; Some outstanding points to be addressed:
i) The proposal includes a minimum credit hour range for the elective portion of the minor.  The range seems unnecessary, especially since there is no configuration of coursework that would have a student reaching the 14 credit hour (high) minimum unless they deliberately took additional coursework.

ii) The conversion is listed on PACER and in the letter on page 3 as a minimal or “straight” conversion, but it seems to involve a change in content (with the elimination of EEOB, Biochemistry, and Physiology coursework and the introduction of electives) as well as a name change (from Human Nutrition to Nutrition) and so should perhaps be re-categorized.  The name change does not appear to be explained anywhere in the proposal.
iii) The transition plan (added since the first version) needs revision. 
· The final sentence in the second paragraph should read as follows: “There is now much more flexibility in the new Nutrition Minor with students taking 2 required courses that are on both the quarter and semester plans and then choosing remaining courses (9-14 credits) from the a list of ten.”  
· The transition plan implies but does not explicitly state that students beginning under quarters during transition will not be required to fulfill all the quarter requirements, including the coursework outside Human Nutrition. Some statement to this effect might be added for clarity (as well as affirming that students with outside coursework or the “Issues and Controversies” course will still be able to apply it to their minor hours).
iv) Subcommittee letter refers to FAES; program is from EHE. Letter will be adjusted
b) Reviewers: Harvey, Vaessin
i) 5611 is mentioned in the transition policy but it is not included in the list of courses for the minor

c) Motion: Hubin, Fredal, unanimously approved (contingent on changes in bold above)
16) General Business Minor 

a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal; Some outstanding points to be addressed:

i) PACER form (credit hour explanation): the prerequisite hours are listed as ranging from 8-12, but the proposal seems to indicate a minimum of 9 hours.  It would seem that one of the possible prerequisite math courses would have to be 3 hours rather than 4, but it is not clear what this course would be.  We were also uncertain how the 12 hour prerequisite number would be reached; presumably through some higher credit hour equivalent but, again, it wasn't clear which course(s) might be referred to here.  

b) Reviewers: Hubin, Fitzpatrick
i) Semester advising sheet typo: first paragraph under heading Courses: “any variations must be approved by the Associate Director of General Business Programs”

c) Motion: Hubin, Fitzpatrick, unanimously approved (contingent on changes in bold above)
