1. BA Communication (return) 
Issues to communicate to CCI:

· Courses do not have credit hours attached. 
· Advising sheet for Strategic Communication has a few quarter numbers.

· Strategic Communication: Many courses are not upper-level. Student could take whole major with only 3 upper-level courses. Perhaps put a note reminding students that they need to take 39 credits at the upper-level for overall program.
· Transition policy: 
· typos: “potential some” and “delayingdelay”. 

· Some discussion as to whether the transition plan could be further fleshed out.

· P. 2 of proposal (List of semester courses in the program): CS&E 2310: mentioned in chart in req electives for New Media and Communication Technology, but does not appear in subsequent list of courses with titles (p.4).

2. BS CIS  
· PACER Credit Hour Explanation: 82 hr major? This seems unlikely. Double-check whole chart.
· Is this a re-envisioned program with significant changes (as indicated at the top of the PACER form) or are the changes within the program minimal (as stated under Credit Hour Explanation)?
· Discussion about the Learning Goals: subcommittee finds that there are many, some of them seem fairly generic (e.g., knowledge of contemporary issues), and some seem to duplicate ideas. On the other hand, the proposal claims that their Learning Goals satisfy ABET’s requirements.

· Entire CIS core is at 2000-level. 
· Attachment 1: 
· GE Biological Science: provide number; also it will likely not be a 5 cr hours course. That changes all the numbers (including the Credit Hour Explanation on the PACER form).
· CIS Core Choices: CSE 3901, 3902,…: In actuality, there are only 2 courses—not more. Remove ellipsis.
· Attachment 3: Proposed advising sheet: in actuality is a 4-year plan. Provide actual advising sheet.

· Fairly similar program.
· PACER Credit Hour Explanation: 72 hr major? This seems unlikely. Double-check the chart. Subcommittee has a hard time understanding many semester credit hours provided.
· Attachment 1: GE Biological Science: provide number; also it will likely not be a 5 cr hours course. That changes all the numbers (including the Credit Hour Explanation on the PACER form).
· Learning goals: Fewer than for BS, but it might be worth double-checking them (e.g., issues of the contemporary world is generic).

· Related Field Core and Program Electives: no course information is given. More information should be provided.

4. Neuroscience Major
Issues to communicate to CCI:
· Pacer form: 
· Credit Hour Explanation: first line: should be 36 (not 48)
· Typo: Program Learning Goal 4. Students are able to engage in critical reading… (Also on p. 4 of actual proposal.)

· p. 10 (Molecular/Cellular Neuroscience track): There are 4 graduate courses (7000-level): is that a problem?

· Sample four-year plans: 

· Not clear how many research hours could be used: can Research 4998 fulfill part of the requirement for a track or is it used as an elective? 
· Typo: Four-year plan on p. 14 (Molecular/Cellular Specialization): EEOB 4450 should be 4550.

· Add Survey course during first semester. This increases the semester hours, the yearly hours, and the total hours by one cr.

· Core is said to be 15 hours; but on advising sheets: those courses add up to 17 cr.  Should Data Analysis be 3 cr?

· Proposal does not provide information as to whether those courses are new or currently existing. Some clarification on this point would be welcome.
