2. CIS Minor  
· Issue of 2000-level courses. Waiver to the 3000-level rule (6 credits of more at the 3000 level or above) will need to be asked.
· Confusion in terminology in relation to “programming fundamentals”: 11. List of semester courses: speaks of “sequence of two courses”; however, attachments 1 and 2 present this category as being made of one course in minor with one prerequisite

· Attachment 3: Semester advising sheet: first paragraph: “each track consists of a 3-cr hour pre-requisite course (which, being at the 1000-level, is not counted in the total hours for the minor), followed by a 3-credit course.” This should read, “followed by a 3- or 4- credit hour course.”

3. International Studies Minor  
· The list of semester courses and the semester advising sheet for the West European Studies specialization includes IS 3350E. Should this be IS 3350 (rather than the E version), or perhaps either IS 3350 and IS 3350E?

· Middle East Specialization: typo on list of semester courses quarter advising sheet: History 3351/542.01 “Intellectual and Social Movements in the Muslim Word” is incorrectly listed as “Intellectual and Social Movements Muslin (sic) World” (“in the” should be added and “muslin” corrected).
· S/U courses: e.g. IS 5191, 5195: should there be a cr limit?
· Rationales: “course” in second line should be plural.
· Rule concerning overlap with GE will need to be added on the finalized semester advising sheets.
