Brown, Johnson, unanimously approved
2. BA French  
· PACER form: Program Learning Goals:
· #3: “Speaking: Students participate in sophisticated discussions … and be able to defend …”: “be” should be replaced with “are”.
· #4: Add period at end of sentence.

· #5: Add word “culture” at end of sentence.

· Those comments are repeated for all specialization program learning goals.
· Chair’s letter 
· will explain that although there will be one additional specialization (Francophone Studies) this is not a major change.
· p. 2: Middle of the page, paragraph starting with, “We now have two instead of three intermediate-level literature courses . . . “: Two references to FR 3201. Should one of the two references be to 3202?

· Quarter program is not explained: Dept should include information about the quarter program currently included here: http://frit.osu.edu/students/undergraduatestudies/French/default
· All advising sheets, except for the Francophone Studies Track, state that “at least 12 of the 30 hours me be taken at OSU.” : According to the CCI rules, one half needs to be earned at Ohio State (i.e., 15 hours).
· Remove semester minor advising sheet.

· Curriculum map: 
· “GEC” should become “GE”.
· Document displays all courses taught in French: this should be specified in the title. 

· The following courses should be added: 4797, 4998 (H), and 4999 (H).

3. Minor French  
· PACER form: This is not a degree program. (Right now it says “yes”.)
· Chair’s letter 
· P. 1: One of the specializations is referred as “language and literature”. This needs to be changed to “language/linguistics.”)

· p. 2: Middle of the page, paragraph starting with, “We now have two instead of three intermediate-level literature courses . . . “: Two references to FR 3201. Should one of the two references be to 3202?
· Remove all track changes on both advising sheets.
· Semester advising sheet: 

· The minor consists of 12 credit hours (not 12-18).

· Redundancy concerning the required prereq course. It is mentioned before all options and then again for each option.
· Reference to “GEC” needs to be replaced by “GE”.

· Overlap with the GE: Permitted, “unless specifically disallowed by an individual minor program.” Part in quotation marks needs to be added.

· Quarter advising sheet: Title “Quarter advising sheet and list of semester courses” should be rephrased “Quarter advising sheet and list of quarter courses”.
· Remove curriculum map.

4. World Lit BA 
· PACER form: Credit Hour Explanation: Required credit hours offered by the unit (3rd line): A) (quarters) should be 30; C) (semesters) should be 21.

· Semester advising sheet:
· Some language on the distribution requirement (re: geo-political regions) should be included: Suggested language: “All students must take at least one course in each of the five geo-political regions, and in three of the five areas students must take two courses. One cross-cultural course may be substituted for one of the second courses.”

· Typo in first sentence: “The major in World Literatures is designed for students who are…”

5. Comparative Studies BA  
· PACER form: Credit Hour Explanation:
· Column A should read (in descending order): 60, 15, 60, 0, 45, 0, 0

· Column C should read (in descending order): 36, 9, 36, 0, 27, 0, 0

· Transition policy: (p. 36): “the Comparative Cultural Studies concentration will require a minimum of 12 (of 36) credits in Comparative Studies..”; this should read “. . . 9 (of 36) credits . . .”

· CS 4597.03: is currently not on curriculum map for the Folklore Specialization. Also, it may have to be added to the Folklore semester advising sheet.
· Semester Advising Sheet for Comparative Literature Specialization: p. 19: Foundational course: should say CS 2301 (not 2302).
The proposal will move forward to CCI as such. Subcommittee chair’s letter to CCI will mention the points above (except for issue on PACER form, which will be taken care of by V. Williams).

6. American Studies Minor  
· Semester advising sheet:

· Title ”Colleges of the Arts and Sciences” should read “College of Arts and Sciences”

· “Required course (5 credit hours)” should read “Required course (3 credit hours)”

· “* each course is five (5) credit hours, unless noted otherwise” should read “*each course is three (3) credit hours…”)
· Clarify that each category (“Social problems and issues” & “Cultural expression) needs 3-9 credit hours.

· Arts and Sciences minor program guidelines: 
· Credit hours required: should indeed say 12 
· transfer credit allowed: 6 
· overlap with the GEC should refer to GE
· overlap between minors: 12 
· please add ASC rule that 6 credit hours or above need to be at the 3000 level or above.
The proposal will move forward to CCI as such. Subcommittee chair’s letter to CCI will mention the points above

7. Folklore Minor  
· Semester advising sheet:

· Title ”Colleges of the Arts and Sciences” should read “College of Arts and Sciences”
· Sentence in the middle of the second paragraph: “One course from the ‘Ethnogrpahy [sic] and Writing’ category is recommended.” There is no such category identified on the advising sheet: please clarify.
· Arts and Sciences minor program guidelines: 
· Credit hours required: should indeed say 12 
· transfer credit allowed: 6 
· overlap with the GEC should refer to GE
· overlap between minors: 12 
· please add ASC rule that 6 credit hours or above need to be at the 3000 level or above.

The proposal will move forward to CCI as such. Subcommittee chair’s letter to CCI will mention the points above

8. Religious Studies Minor 
· Rationale Statement for Religious Studies Minor: Next to the last sentence: “Comparative Studies 2370, Introduction to Comparative Religion, and Comparative 4972, Theory and Method in the Study of Religion, will continue to be required”: Specify that 5970 can be an alternative to 4972. Also, in the last sentence replace GEC with GE.
· Semester advising sheet:

· Title ”Colleges of the Arts and Sciences” should read “College of Arts and Sciences”
· First paragraph refers to GEC (should say GE).

· Additional courses (3 credit hours in a single tradition): Remove “in a single tradition” since one class will necessarily be in a single tradition.

· Arts and Sciences minor program guidelines: 
· Credit hours required: should indeed say 12 
· transfer credit allowed: 6 
· overlap with the GEC should refer to GE

· overlap between minors: 12 
· please add ASC rule that 6 credit hours or above need to be at the 3000 level or above.
