Hubin, Johnson, unanimously approved
2. Religious Studies BA  
· Member comment: PACER form: Assessment: Indirect measures: Additional types of indirect evidence: Job or post-baccalaureate education placement: This is hard to track

· Typo: Third Program Specialization/Sub-Plan Goal for Study of Religions: ”… in relation to the pursuit of meaning, production of literary and artistic phenomena , and teh direction of social and cultural change.” (V Williams will change this.)
· Typo in comments box: “Religiosu”

· Process & list of faculty and departments in the discussions will be addressed in V. Williams’s letter.

· p. 3: Typo: GEC is used instead of GE

· p. 11: 
· Under II: 

· Typo: “Quarter taken”: should be “Semester taken”

· CS 5651 should be CS 5691
· Sociology 3467 should probably be included in that list.

· p. 17: GEC should be GE when referring to semesters.

· Curriculum map p. 3: CS 5691: include in the actual list of courses at the bottom of that page.
· Assessment plan will need to be attached to package (V Williams will do.)

The proposal will move forward to CCI as such. Subcommittee chair’s letter to CCI will mention the points above (except for issues on PACER form and assessment plan, which will be taken care of by V. Williams).

3. Yiddish Minor  
· V. Williams will redo her letter, removing the information on typos in the Yiddish minor proposal (since these will be corrected by department).
· Updated chair letter needs to be uploaded by Department.
· “Yiddish Undergraduate Courses”: Add H to 4998 (last line of right column); add H to 4999 (very last line).

· “Proposed Yiddish Minor”: 
· Typo: first line: should say “courses at the 2000 level” 
· Linguistic Core: “Choose 2 from the following list”: Is this really what the department wants? Students probably must take 401 before taking 402.
· Yiddish 5671 should probably be added to electives. 
· Question: should 4998, 4999 (H), and 5798 be added in the list of electives?
· Upload the quarter advising sheet that is currently on ASCCAS website.

· Transition plan: Third paragraph: “Yiddish 1101 is offered only in the autumn, 1102 in the winter, and 1103 in the spring.” Replace with, “Currently under quarters, Yiddish 101 is offered only in the autumn, 102 in the winter, and 103 in the spring.” Next sentence: “In the 2012/13 academic year only, we will also offer Yiddish 1103 in the autumn.”  Replace with “Under semesters, starting in the 2012/13 academic year, we will offer Yiddish 1101 and 1103 in the autumn and Yiddish 1102 in the spring.” 

Hubin, Williams, unanimously approved with request to make a few changes
4. DEALL programs: Comments common to all DEALL programs reviewed today—see below (Chinese, Japanese, and Korean BAs and Minors) 

· V Williams will make note in her letter that the program learning goals may not be very specific (they are the same for all programs), but the department wants it to be this way.

· Credit Hour Explanation (on PACER form): For all its programs, in the first line (total min credit hrs required for completion of program), prereqs were included. This should not be the case: E.g., for Chinese BA: column A should be 55 and column c should be 35. 
· Typos in Program Learning Goals:

· #2: “… based on what they have studied.”

· #4: “Students demonstrate the ability to …”

· #5: “Students demonstrate the ability to express themselves clearly, orally and in writing.”

· Typos in Chair’s letter:

· First line: Department of East Asian Languages …  (capitalize)
· Bottom of first page: “GE-culture courses are place under the pre-requisites in all 3 major programs”

· Bottom of first page: “Number of pre-requisites is the same…”

· Bottom of first page: “Majors who have nearly-parallel…”

· Second page, bottom: “All majors will have their core requirements distributed among language (18 credits in Chinese, including classical; 15 credits each in Japanese…)
· Third page: “Our minor programs in Chinese, Japanese, and Korean will be converted to 15 pre-requisite and 14 core semester credits (4+4 courses).”

· Third page, under “Transition Plans”: “…as we transition from quarters to semesters.”

· Item 6 of Chair’s letter (4-Year Plan for Chinese Majors): 

· Recommendation to department that GEC/GE courses not be specified (except for those that count in the major)—just say “GEC course” or “GE course”. 

· Add ASC 1-hr survey course in the first quarter.
· DEALL Undergraduate Courses: Bottom of first page: H is left off on honors versions of 4998 and 4999 (should be 4998H and 4999H). This is the case for all the DEALL programs reviewed today.
· DEALL Major/Minor Programs Excel Sheet: Please check that all courses are visible in all cells; there might be a cell compression issue.

· All 6 programs need quarter advising sheets. The Excel sheet could count for semester advising sheets but then it needs to be labeled as such.

· Curriculum maps: does DEALL want 4193 and 4194 included in all curriculum maps?
5. Chinese BA  
· DEALL Major/Minor Programs Excel Sheet: 

· 4193 appears twice in “Advanced Studies (Lang/Lit/Ling)”; one should probably be 4194.
· “East Asian Arts, Cult, Hist, Thought”: we probably do not see all the courses in this cell of the spreadsheet (make sure that all courses in all boxes are visible; cell compression issue)

· Curriculum map:
· Remove very last column (comments), which is blank. 

· P. 2, in description of 2232: GEC should be replaced by GE
· Last 2 pages (courses from outside department): do not fulfill any goals?  If not, please remove.  If they do, please add the level information.

· “East Asian Arts, Cult, Hist, Thought”: 6241 is not in list of courses accompanying proposal
· Curriculum map: Same issue as for Chinese BA: Non-DEALL courses do not fulfill any goals?

· No comments, except for those common to all 6 DEALL programs (see above)
9. Korean BA  
· All the comments common to 6 DEALL programs (see above)

· DEALL Major/Minor Programs Excel Sheet: 

· 4194 does not appear in “Advanced Studies (Lang/Lit/Ling)”; should it be included?

· “East Asian Arts, Cult, Hist, Thought”: duplicate E5477
· Curriculum map: The one non-DEALL course does not fulfill any goals?
