iv) PACER chart, required number of hours is 33, not 36. Prerequisite hours should be 15- prerequisite language requirement and one literature course
v) Pg 7, remove language about teaching schedule. 103 cannot be offered in summer ’12, first term of semesters
vi) Proposal does not include program requirements under quarters. Except for screen shots from the dept website. A formal list is needed, remove website.
vii) Proposal should include a list of quarter courses and their semester equivalents 
viii) Transition plan should be very clear about what courses will be offered, and what courses students will take 
ix) List of changes should include specifics on changes and information on the number of credits for each course. And included a new prerequisite
x) A 4 year plan during the transition and a possible course offerings schedule under semesters would be helpful
xi) #17, pacer chart should be removed
