1. Earth Science BS, Hadad
a. Name change from Geological Sciences to Earth Sciences 

b. Address courses that are usually taken in the summer in the transition plan. 

i. Clarify that students can take the courses at any time

ii. Note that students will still be eligible for May session courses

c. List of courses begins with 4000 level. Would be helpful to list the introductory courses

d. Chemistry 123 has many equivalents for students who started as Chemistry majors or took the honors version. 

e. Advising sheets, courses do not add up correctly, add in an elective to meet # number of hours

f. Geophysics seems to have a hidden prerequisite of Physics 1251. One of the required courses uses the course as a prerequisite but it is not the required science course. 

g. Transition policy, waives 4th elective course if the course delays progress. Statement should be made less specific 

h. Curricular map does not address the beginning level, because it is covered in the entry level courses. If the entry level/prerequisites were in the curricular map it would clarify the process.

2. Responsible Conduct of Research training for students
a. New national mandate
b. Very few/no guidelines on what a training course should look like

c. Plan is to continue with CITI training, fulfills NSF requirements but does not fulfill NIH requirements. Currently, NMS does not use any NIH funds that are subject to the new regulation. 

d. Classes must have specific audiences, undergraduate, graduate and post doctoral

e. Students who are not funded by the grant do not have to complete the training

f. The Undergraduate Research Office has been contacted for help with the course development
g. Training can be made a condition of employment for post-doctoral students

h. Suggestion is one general course for Level 1, more specific topics covered in Level 2. 
i. Goal is to offer discipline specific courses that are not necessarily department centered.
