1. Updates:
a. Last DAP meeting of the year. There are 2 grad programs outstanding that will be reviewed via e-vote

2. Microbiology MS and PhD-Reviewer: Wolfe
a. The responsible conduct of research seminar course should be listed with the core courses in the letter and/or in the list of courses. Could be interpreted as core courses plus the responsible research course
b. Might want to consider using a x78y number format for the lab rotation courses instead of using individual studies

c. Electives are labeled microbiology and are handled like microbiology courses on the Program Request Form but there are molecular genetics and biochemistry options included. Program Request Form chart should be adjusted if these courses can count as an elective. Page 4 of the PhD, number of elective hours is not clear what kinds of courses are included.  This would also require adjustments to the table on page 6. 
d. What is the minimum hours of biochemistry? Can a student enter directly into 7000 level courses? If not, 2 is not the correct minimum.

e. Molecular Genetics course numbers and titles have changed

f. “Current Grad programs under quarters” in the program rationale, line 10 uses the statement “students continuing in the program” could be misleading. Sounds like students receive the MS and then continue in the PhD program.

g. 8999 is scheduled in the summer prior to candidacy. Graduate school may not approve this. Could resolve this by using 8998 instead. 
h. 8999 is not included in the list of courses

i. MS Program Request Form should be marked “Yes” under “degree offering program”

j. Format of the list of courses for the first year of both programs should match, preferably broken down by semester

k. Responsible conduct of research course needs a number and credit hours
