         B. Globalization Major (Mansfield, Mumy): There is the proposal and the curriculum map
(1) Updates from last time
(a) Pre-major requirements have been standardized

(2) Cover letter is unclear because it mentions International Studies as well as Globalization Studies

(a) Letter will be updated to include both majors, International and Global, all tracks, and the minors

(3) Currently major is minimum 55 hours. Only one course is added to reach the same credit hours as the other majors.

2. Public Affairs BA

a. Quarter advising sheet is missing from the package. The included advising sheet is really a 4 year plan

b. Semester advising sheet is not included, instead a semester 4 year plan is included

c. Learning goals are not in student centered language

d. Category 1 Public Affairs Core moves PPM 730 to a 4000 level course, is this the same material as Econ 4030?

e. Non-Profit management track uses courses from the Business school. If students cannot enroll in the Bus courses could delay time to degree

f. Non-profit management track allows students to take a large number of 2000 and 3000 level courses and complete the degree
g. Program request form: minimum of 18 inside the unit, but appears to be 21 PA Econ cross listed course. Variation in hours required in the unit, but none outside the unit, could not be true

h. Program will return to department

3. Nonprofit minor
a. Program request form: does not list PA Econ course as a required inside the unit hours

b. Minor includes many Business courses, students may not be able to enroll in these courses

c. Learning goals are not student centered

d. Electives include 1000 level courses, raises minimum number of hours in minor
e. Only one required course at 3000 level or above. Possibly not meeting requirements for a minor. A statement should be added to the advising sheet to clarify. 

f. Each minor should contain 12 unique hours, not 9 as listed

g. Program will return to department
