a. Number of credit hours does not appear to match the university requirements

b. Learning goals could be removed

2. Anthropology MA  (Wegener, Williams)
a. Similar issue with credit hour explanation

b. Sub area courses should be labeled as Anthropology courses, either individually or by a header

c. Course numbers on the advising sheet do not match the list of semester courses

d. Semester advising sheet refers to “quarter completed”
e. Motion to approve MA and PhD programs: Williams, Mansfield, unanimously approved
3. Economics Graduate Minor  (Nathanson, Furman)

6. SBS Public Policy Minor  (Trudeau, Valle)
a. Minor is housed in SBS instead of a department, letter from the unit director is attached to the program. Advising is provided by Political Science.
b. Proposal should include a transition policy.

c. Rule on advising sheet regarding overlapping hours should be updated

d. Minor will allow students to take the Capstone course or complete a thesis. 

e. Transition plan will allow for one specialty course to be taken concurrently with the Capstone course
f. Course titles are not up to date, some may be from the wrong department
