Solomon, Masters, unanimously approved
2. Chemistry Minor  
a) Subcommittee overview: J. Fredal: (1) simple conversion of some courses seems doubtful (some courses seem to have been re-envisioned); (2) problem figuring out prerequisite numbers (25 and 37). D. Andereck provides rationale for prerequisite number. More language regarding prerequisites needs to be added to proposal to make this clearer. As far as course conversion goes, department is trying to be more realistic when it comes to attributing credits to certain content. Request to add information on course conversion issue.
b) Reviewers: Hubin and Krissek.

3. Fashion and Retail Studies Minor  
a) Subcommittee overview: J Fredal’s cover letter lists remaining issues.
b) Reviewer: Miller and Krissek
· Semester advising sheet: 
· Remove “proposed” from the title 

· Replace GEC with GE in “Overlap with GEC.” 

· Since minor is changing its name, perhaps the semester conversion designation should be “re-envisioned.” This would affect not only the PACER form (at the top) but also the letter from Associate Dean J. Blount.
· EHE will need to ask Registrar’s for new Program/Plan Code Abbreviation.
· Recommendation to remove program learning goals from PACER form (and program rationale statement) since there is no curriculum map.

4. Math Minor (regular and Honors)  
a) Subcommittee overview: J. Fredal. 

b) Reviewer: Fitzpatrick and Masters
· Remove local address from advising sheet
· Document with title “Requirements for an honors mathematics minor”: Last two statements are redundant and should be removed 

· At most 4 of the credit hours counted toward the minor can be in courses outside of Math.

· No more than 4 hours of Statistics courses may be counted toward the minor.

Those two points are small and will not  delay sending the program forward.

5. Engineering Sciences Minor and Technological Studies Minor (return)  
a) Subcommittee overview: J. Fredal. Small points noticed: Still a few quarter courses; one place where GEC is marked instead of GE.
b) Reviewer: Miller and Krissek: two recommendations for advising sheets:
· Add credit hours next to courses
· Engineering Sciences Minor advising sheet: core is said to be 4 credits when concept is first introduced under header (“Key Curriculum Components”); at the bottom of the page, when the core is further defined the credits are said to be 4-8. Reconcile difference.

6. International Studies BA  
a) Subcommittee overview: J Fredal’s cover letter lists remaining issues.
b) Issues common to all (or most) specializations:
· Document listing prerequisites (“To Declare the Major”): Some prerequisites are missing (examples: under Security and Intelligence: add History 2550; under Western European Studies: add Econ 2001.01 or 2001.02 and History 2204). Unit should check all specializations.
· Sometimes subprograms are called “majors.” E.g. letter, advising sheets, and list of approved foreign language minors use “major.”

· How are credit hours accounted for in the PACER table? Required language minors are not included in the credit count on PACER chart. They should be included in the top line (42 semester hrs). Also the prerequisites should be specified: min 7 semester hours and max 10 semester hours. 0 everywhere else.

· List of semester courses and semester advising sheet use GEC where it should be GE.
· Slavic Language Minor is not listed on list of language minors. Ask unit if they want to include it. This seems particularly appropriate for the Slavic and East European Studies specialization.
· There are no research or independent studies courses listed in the electives. Is that intentional?

· Prerequisites on semester advising sheets need to be changed from 9 to 10 hours (since foreign language courses are 4 credit hours).

· Completion of a FL minor:

· For some specializations, the language (on advising sheet) about the completion of a second major in a FL appropriate to the specialization is missing (e.g., African Studies, East Asian Studies). Unit should check all specializations.
· Who defines what “appropriate” is? 

· Transition policies: Unit should address what the currency is (credit hours or numbers of courses?).

· Mixture of use of “prerequisite” and “premajor” throughout the proposal. Needs to be clarified.
· In semester course listings: IS 5797 study abroad is listed in electives as 3-6 hrs. However, since two courses need to be selected, it appears that all 6 hours cannot count toward the elective part of the major. Another course will still be needed.
c) Security and Intelligence: Reviewers: Shabad and Krissek
· Issues common to all proposals (see above).

d) West European Studies, Slavic and East European Studies, and Middle East Studies: Reviewers: Miller and Solomon
· Issues common to all proposals (see above).
e) Latin American Studies, African Studies, and East Asian Studies: Reviewers: Hubin and Vaessin

· African Studies: typos on advising sheet: 

· prerequisite Econ 2000.01 should be 2001.01

· bottom of that page: “4. Completion of a foreign lanugage (sic) minor”
· Issues common to all proposals (see above).
f) World Economy and Business, Development Studies, and International Relations & Diplomacy: Reviewers: Krissek and Shabad
· Issues common to all proposals (see above).

7. Globalization Studies BA
a) Subcommittee overview: J Fredal’s cover letter lists remaining issues.
b) Reviewers: Vaessin and Guatelli-Steinberg: 
· PACER form Credit Hour Explanation: 
· First line should include language minor: 42 semester credits (instead of 30)
· Replace lines 2-5 with 0.
· Last two lines should be 10 semester credits

· In sum, column C will read: 42, 0, 0, 0, 0, 10, 10 (descending order).

· Transition policy: Unit should address what the currency is (credit hours or numbers of courses?).
· List of semester courses: prerequisites total 10 hours (since FL is 4 cr). 
· To declare Globalization major document: 1103 or 104: should be included 
· Slavic Language Minor is not listed on list of language minors. Should it be included?
· Program learning goals should use similar language.
