i) CSE 2221 is listed both as a pre-major course and in the core courses. Cannot be both; must remove from core or pre-major and adjust Program Request Form (credit hour explanation) and throughout the proposal. Define pre-major v. major clearly.
ii) Point C on attachment 0 should be clarified regarding the 1000-level courses. Is this a typo?
iii) Attachment 1: Remove 5 credit hours from the GE Physical Science and GE Biological Science since these will not be two 5-credit hour courses. Recommend adding another line for a 3rd science course, since many students will need 3 science courses to meet the GE requirement.
iv) Attachment 3: program electives specifications, listed at the bottom of the page, are not listed anywhere else in the proposal. Add these specifications earlier on in the program (not wait until reader gets to attachment 3). 4000-level courses should be included in list of semester courses.
v) Attachment 3 4-year plans: some quarter references where semesters should be used.
vi) Add semester number for the bridge course. (It will indeed be offered in Summer 12 and Autumn 12.) In proposal it only has 3 digits.

ii) CSE 2221 is listed as a pre-major course and in the core courses. Cannot be both; must remove from core or pre-major and adjust Program Request Form and throughout the proposal. Define pre-major v. major clearly.
iii) Attachment 3: technical electives specifications, listed at the bottom of the page, are not listed anywhere else in the proposal. Add these specifications earlier on in the program (not wait until reader gets to attachment 3). 4000-level courses should be included in list of semester courses.
iv) Proposal states a minor is encouraged and these hours are included in credit hour explanation on Program Request Form. On the advising sheet (attachment 0), this is not clear. Sheet does not mention a minor and how it is applied. That is, the 8 or 15 hours of technical electives are not explained on the advising sheet. This should be clarified.
v) Double-check all numbers on Credit Hour Explanation chart; it might be beneficial to clarify the 50 credit hours inside the unit and the 11 credit hours that are required outside the unit

i) Straightforward conversion. ASC 264 no longer in minor because of staffing issue. Not substantial enough to hold up program.

i) Variable credit hours for minor electives could be confusing. (Lower range 6 cr hrs leads one to think that min number of hours is required, whereas higher range 8 cr hrs suggests that students need a certain number of courses.) Minimum number of hours or number of courses should be clarified by the department.
ii) Remove rules that do not apply to ASC students (e.g., information that a minor should be declared at the time a student accumulates 60 hours) and add specific ASC rules when ASC advising sheets are made. This will be the case for all FAES minors that are approved without ASC advising sheet. CCI will approve minor(s) for ASC students contingent on completion of ASC advising sheet(s).

iii) There has been a change in Program Name and (it would seem) content. Program request form says that the program is converted with minimal changes. Are these indeed minimal changes? (Or are these significant changes?)
iv)  This minor could overlap with Engineering’s Landscape Architecture program.

iii) Credit Hour Explanation on Program Request Form is incorrect. Inside the unit numbers do not match proposal: column c, 2nd line: should be 4 (instead of 13). Related question: Can a student indeed take all the electives outside the unit (ENR 3000.01, 4260, 5270)?
iv) There has been a change in Program Name. Furthermore, it would seem that in semester version, all electives can be taken outside unit. Program request form says that the program is converted with minimal changes. Are these indeed minimal changes? (Or are these significant changes?)

iii) Prerequisite under semesters appears to be new (none under quarters); adjust Credit Hour Explanation on Program Request Form (column a, last 2 lines: should probably be 0).
iv) EEOB 7054 and 7060 will be 5000-level courses (check correct number).
v) Transition statement could be improved; it does not offer guidance. This is the case for all transition statements in AEDE.

14) Outreach Education Minor  
a) Letter from subcommittee: Fredal, name changed
b) Reviewers: Fitzpatrick, Vaessin
i) Remove rules that do not apply to ASC students when ASC advising sheets are made.
ii) Transition statement is not specific to the minor (it pertains to the major) and only refers to FAES students. Also, transition does not contain a statement that students will not be harmed.
iii) Ag Com 5530 is not part of the unit; course should be included in hours outside the unit on the Program Request Form (Credit Hour Explanation).
iv) COMLDR 3530 is also offered as 3530E; embedded version should also be listed on advising sheet.
v) Semester course listing does not specify when COMLDR 3330 will be offered.
vi) Program Request Form: ASC, EHE, and Social Work are listed as a co-administering unit. Have they been consulted? There are no courses from ASC, Social Work, or EHE in the minor.
vii) Concern that the name change now misrepresents the minor. Recommend addition of Agriculture back into the title as the minor deals with agricultural outreach.
