Agenda:

1) Approval of 5-27-11 minutes  

a) Motion: Mansfield, Vaessin, unanimously approved
General comments for all SPPO programs below:

a) Improve transition plan in chair’s letter: it is not specific; does not indicate that students will not be harmed. 
b) Embedded Honors courses are sometimes indicated with E and sometimes EH. The proper abbreviation is E.

c) Sheet explaining language program conversion: How many credits is Spanish 1155?
d) 4999H: Title should include the word “thesis”.
2) Bachelor of Arts in Spanish  

a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters: outstanding issues:
· On the semester program description and advising sheets it is not clear where a student goes to find a list of approved courses satisfying the “immersion” component.

· On the 4-year plans, there are numerous alignment problems.

· The goals given in curriculum map have not been revised to remove “will” and “will be able to” to match the goals on the PACER form.

b) Reviewers: Vaessin, Krissek
i) Credit Hour Explanation on PACER form: Maximum required credit hours offered by the unit (column c, 3rd line) should probably be 36 (instead of 33) if immersion cannot count in the concentration areas.
ii) Likewise, on Iberian/Latin American/Hispanic Linguistics program form part B: total number of hours should be 36 (instead of 33) if immersion cannot count in the concentration areas.
iii) 2201 only appears on list of semester prerequisites and nowhere else in proposal. Role of course needs to be clarified.
iv) 4797 does not appear on list of prerequisites but should be listed under upper level courses.
v) On same sheet: 4430/H should move to the Hispanic Linguistics section

vi) 2202.01 and 2202.51 are listed as 4 hours (on Iberian/Latin American/Hispanic Linguistics program form) and 3 hours (on Hispanic Studies program form). 

vii) 4-year plans only total 110 credit hours; electives (11 hrs) are likely missing
viii) Bottom of advising sheet:” 4193, 4797, 4999H: can be taken for up to 9 credit hours, but only a max of 3 credit hours can count toward the Spanish Major Program.” The equivalent policy is different for the Portuguese BA: “Only 3 credits of 4193 can be counted toward the Portuguese Major program.” This implies that 4797 could be taken for up to 6 credits and 4999H up to 9. Does the department intent those rules to be different for both programs?

3) Bachelor of Arts in Spanish Honors
a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters

b) Reviewers: Vaessin, Krissek
i) Same issues with credit hours and the counting of immersion as in the BA (max offered by the unit may well be 36: correct on PACER form and in proposal).
ii) The goals given in curriculum map have not been revised to remove “will” and “will be able to” to match the goals on the PACER form.

iii) 2202 does not list credit hours on the advising sheet

iv) Include the prerequisite document in the proposal.
v) Ask registrar about the program/plan code abbreviation: it would be good to have a code that is specific to the Honors program.

4) Bachelor of Arts in Portuguese  

a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters: outstanding issues:
· In the first goal on the PACER form, a “will” escaped eradication.

· On the 4-year plan, alignment of numbers could be standardized.

· As for the BA in Spanish, the goals given in curriculum map have not been revised to remove “will” and “will be able to” to match the goals on the PACER form.

b) Reviewers: Mansfield, Wuster

i) 4-year plans should be reformatted

ii) Courses are listed as variable credits in the document and then listed as 3 credits on the advising sheet.
iii) Program sometimes refers to number of credits and sometimes to number of courses. The latter is tricky when variable credit courses are taken. Therefore, the number of credit hours probably takes precedence. The program should clarify this, especially on the advising sheet and on the transition plan.

iv) 4 year plans: not enough free electives. Add 6 credits to Option A and 9 credits to Option B.

v) Also see point viii) for Spanish BA.
c) Motion: Mansfield, Vaessin, unanimously approved (pending items in bold above)
5) Minor in Spanish  

a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters: outstanding issues:

· In the semester description “3450/3450H” should be changed to match the two previous entries (e.g., “3401(H)”)

· On the semester advising sheet, “Colleges” of Arts and Sciences should be corrected, and the semester course numbers need to be inserted in place of the quarter course numbers.

b) Reviewers: Shabad, Krissek
i) Semester advising sheet: “Orientation”: should be 9 hours instead of 12

ii) Semester advising sheet (fill out) uses quarter course numbers and credits; should be a total of 15 hours instead of 20
iii) Proposal should include prerequisite sheet or an explanation of the prerequisite courses. This might explain the 20/24 quarter min/max & 12/15 semester min/max on PACER form (credit hour explanation).
iv) Program sometimes refers to number of credits and sometimes to number of courses. The latter is tricky when variable credit courses are taken. Therefore, the number of credit hours probably takes precedence. The program should clarify this, especially on the advising sheet and on the transition plan.

i) PACER Form: Credit Hour Explanation: column c, last 2 lines: should be 6 and 15 respectively
ii) Add a statement early on in the advising sheet regarding the rule about upper level courses (6 credits or more at 3000 level or above). Not limit this text to the ASC minor rules.

a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters

b) Reviewers: Wurster, Krissek
i) Cross-listed course on advising sheet: should be clarified that this is a cross-listed course; otherwise could appear that students have to take an extra course.
ii) Add a statement early on in the advising sheet regarding the rule about upper level courses (6 credits or more at 3000 level or above). Not limit this text to the ASC minor rules.
iii) Remove transition plan for the languages, last page

c) Motion: Wurster, Shabad, unanimously approved (pending items in bold above)
11) Communication BA  

a) This program is a return—was previously seen by CCI on 4-22.
b) Reviewers: Mansfield, Krissek
i) Program includes pre-major and prerequisites. The pre-major hours should be included in the “required prerequisite credit hours not included above” section of the Credit Hour Explanation chart on the PACER form. Probably this will mean that the min credit will be 6 and the max credit will be 9 (last 2 lines of column C).
ii) Several tracks include 1000 level courses. One cannot count 1000 level courses in the major. Solution: Remove the courses from the list of courses altogether or move the courses to the prerequisites. This will affect the minimum number of hours (required by unit) on Program Request Form: 31 (instead of 34)—since Communication Analysis and Practice would become a 31 cr sub-plan.
iii) CS&E 2310 should be removed from curriculum map.

iv) Strategic Communication advising sheet: Special Topic Electives description is not clear on how internship, research, and co-op can be used to meet the major requirements. Somewhat contradictory information is included in that paragraph.
v) Transition statement should be very clear about the transfer of credit hours (second sentence of paragraph).

12) Film Studies BA 

a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters
i) Several items, outlined in letter:
· The added requirement to take a senior seminar (Film Studies 4695 or other approved course) is not really a 0-credit addition, as stated in the “Rationale” section in the description of the major.   The information concerning this new 3-hour requirement appears to be correct, however, in later sections of the document.

· The second page of the semester advising sheet has a number of asterisks whose purpose is not clear.  A footnote is needed to clarify their meaning.

· On the page titled “Film Studies Major,” the required hours for the major are given as 36 but should be 39. 

· The curriculum map was given in duplicate (at least on the version the committee reviewed).  The second version appears to be the correct (non-scanned) one.  Removing the last two columns, which are empty, would improve appearances.

i) Second page of program rationale also lists number of credit hours as 36 instead of 39.
ii) Transition plan should use Summer 2012 when referring to first term under semesters instead of Autumn 2012.

13) Film Studies Minor  

a) Letter from subcommittee: Masters
i) Several items outlined in letter:
· The program goals on the PACER form should be deleted.

· On the semester advising sheet in the paragraph under pictures, the sentence, “(This excludes the course used as the introductory course.)” should be removed, since there are no 4000-level courses among the introductory courses.

· As for the BA, the curriculum map appears (or appeared) in duplicate.

· The curriculum map does not contain all the courses listed for the minor.  German 3351 is missing from the list of Introductory Courses.  Also missing are Film Studies 2770, 3640, 4194, History of Art 2901, 3901, 4901, Italian 2053, and WGS Studies 3317.

· The curriculum map also contains courses not listed for the minor, including Film Studies 2367.01, 2367.02, 4680, 4690, 4695, History of Art 2350, and Slavic 3360.

· Both of the above problems could be resolved by removing the curriculum map, which is not needed for a minor, but even if this is the course taken, the discrepancies in course listings should be checked.
