Solomon, Buckner, unanimously approved
2. Engineering Sciences Minor and Technological Studies Minor (return)  
· CCI gave a waiver for the 1000-level courses on 4/29.

Solomon, Mumy, unanimously approved
3. International Studies BA  
· Major has basic same structure as in quarter.

· PACER Form: Credit Hour Explanation: Maximum pre-req (last line): should probably be 10. 

· Cover letter from Director Tony Mughan: second page, second paragraph: “[A]s of Autumn 2012, all entering IS majors will have to complete a minor in a foreign language.” Question from subcommittee: Should this be SU 2012?
· List of semester courses: Foreign languages are 4 cr (not 3); adjust for every sub-specialization.
· West European Studies Major: IS 3350E (in list of required foundations): does unit mean this to be E? 
Move to CCI as such.

Guatelli-Steinberg, Solomon, unanimously approved
4. Globalization Studies BA 
· PACER Form: Credit Hour Explanation: adjust pre-req to 10 (both min and max).
· Cover letter from Director Tony Mughan: first page, bottom paragraph: “[A]s of Autumn 2012, all those electing to major in Globalization will have to complete a minor in a foreign language.” Question from subcommittee: Should this be SU 2012?

· List of semester courses: Foreign languages are 4 cr (not 3).
· Specialization learning goals (goals E and F on curriculum map) should also be on PACER form. 

Move to CCI as such.

5. Earth Sciences Minor  
· Earth Sciences is considered a department in physical sciences; therefore, 2000-level courses are considered upper-level courses.

Buckner, Mumy, unanimously approved
6. Integrated Determinants of Health Minor  

· PACER Credit Hour Explanation chart: total minimum credit hrs required for completion of program is 14 cr; there must be one 2-cr hr course, but we are not given the cr hrs so it’s hard to tell. Ask unit to add credit hours next to courses in proposal (including the advising sheet).
· Fill in blank line on PACER Credit Hour Explanation chart (probably 9 semester cr).
· Program Learning Goals (on PACER form): 

· Goal 2 seems to be a cited statement. Is there a reason for this? The wording will have to be shortened as the entry box in PACER allows for a maximum of 250 words.

· Goal 3: make sure that it is not put partly in another box (entire goal should be in one box).

· Alternatively, the unit could remove the program learning goals as they are not required by OAA at this point. (If so, please also remove the short curriculum map.)
· Why are assessment goals discussed under point 15 of the proposal different from the goals on the PACER form?

· Name of current minor is “Integrative Approaches to Health and Wellness.” However, on the PACER form, the “Current Program/Plan Name” says it is “Integrated Determinants of Health Minor.” Also the (quarter and the semester) advising sheets and the (quarter and semester) program forms use the title “Integrated Determinants of Health Minor.” 

· Semester advising sheet: 

· Include ASC rule that 6 credits or more need to be at 3000 level or above.

· If unit wishes to keep the 1000-level course (EALL 1231), they need to add statement that extra 3-credit class (above 12-hr minimum needed for an ASC minor) needs to be taken by a student who would select this course. That is, the minor wiould need to be 12 + 3 cr hrs (15 credits) for that student.
· Some courses still have quarter course numbers: ED PAES 700.01, PLANT BIO 101, and PSYCH 662. Please replace with semester numbers. (If PLANT BIO 101 converts to 1000-level course, same rule regarding 1000-level courses in a minor would apply.)

· Provide title for Anatomy 3300. 
· ASC minor program rules (right column): 
· Credit hrs required should be 12 (not 12-15 range) 
· GEC should be replaced by GE.

· Indicate clearly that Alexander technique is a separate course from COMM 2620. The current presentation makes one think it is the continuation of the line above. Does this course have a Book III listing and a course number?
