Brown, Hubin, unanimously approved
2. English BA  
· PACER form:

· Current Program/Plan Name is English B.A.
· Credit Hour Explanation: 3rd line (max inside unit): add 60 quarter cr hrs and 36 semester cr hrs; add “0” in all the blank cells.
· Program goals: Make language uniform: “Students…..” (remove “will”).
· Semester advising sheet for BA: 
· Line break where none is needed in first paragraph (right before “plus 6-9 credit hours of English 4999…”). 

· On the next page, point F, there is a reference to fall, winter, and spring quarters. 
· Next page (How to graduate with research distinction): reference to 6-9 quarter credit hours (should say semester).

· 2nd page of B.A. English Honors: point b: 3rd line: reference to “four to six hours of Honors Thesis Research”: everywhere else in proposal, it says 6 to 9 hours.

· B.A. English Pre-Education semester advising sheet:
· 2nd page, point D: there is a reference to fall, winter, and spring quarters. 

· Bottom of that page: quarter numbers are left (Comm 105, 321, EDU PAES 650).

· Next page, first paragraph: Sentence that students must earn a minimum of a 3.0 across 60 cr hrs of coursework: are these credits for semesters or quarters?

· B.A. English Pre-Education Honors semester advising sheet: 
· Part C: they used a), b), c) where they should use 1, 2, 3 (since that is how the items are listed on the previous page).
· Next page: quarter numbers are left (Comm 105, 321, EDU PAES 650).

· Right underneath, again, sentence that students must earn a minimum of a 3.0 across 60 cr hrs of coursework: are these credits for semesters or quarters?

· List of courses and curriculum map: does not include 4999. 
· Ask unit whether they want 4998 and 4998H.
· Transition policy: 3rd line: typo: requirements.
· Need V Williams’s cover letter.

3. English Minor  
· Add 4999 in list of courses.
· Ask unit whether they want 4998 and 4998H.

· 2 typos in “Requirements for graduation with a Minor in English Honors”: 
· “… English minors who wish to enroll in 3398 mu 3398H must seek …”: should read “or”

· bottom of page: transition policy: “The English Honors minor is structured by course and course components so that requirement can be considered…”: should read requirements
(Subcommittee decides to move this program on to CCI as such. However, after meeting, request from department to have program sent back.)

4. Creative Writing Minor  
· PACER form: Credit Hour Explanation: 3rd line (max inside unit): add 20 quarter cr hrs and 12 semester cr hrs; add “0” in all the blank cells.
· On semester advising sheet: 
· Add prereqs to introductory courses (as done on the page before).

· For prereqs: add dash between course number and prereq (e.g., English 2265—English 1110 or equivalent). (This would also be helpful on quarter advising sheet.)

5. Asian American Studies Minor  
· Add V Williams’s letter.
· PACER form: Credit Hour Explanation: delete all cells, except first line.
· Semester advising sheet: 
· It still refers to 100-level courses and the GEC.
· Advising sheet: should include paragraph about electives being approved by coordinating advisor found in rationale on previous page.

(Subcommittee decides to move this program on to CCI as such.)

Hubin, Brown, unanimously approved (outstanding issues will be listed in chair’s cover letter)
6. East Asian Languages and Literatures Minor  
· Points brought up at CCI re: DEALL programs:
· Item 3 “Transition Plans” of Professor Noda’s letter: Point b, item iii: reference to Summer 2012; clarify that individualized advising will happen before and after Summer 2012.  
· The transition plan offers bridge from 101 to 1103 in an accelerated course, but not from 101 to 1102.  The bridge course from 102 to 1103 is not, in fact, a bridge course. It is the same material as 1102 but offered at a different number of credit hours in order to save students money. This could be avoided by encouraging students to take the .51 individualized studies courses. A statement should be added about the offering for 110X.51 courses fulfilling the bridge requirements. 
· Transition table that outlines the individualized studies courses should include the scenario where students have completed a classroom version under quarters and move on to individualized studies under semesters. (The Korean one refers to Chinese at the bottom.) 

· Page titled “DEALL Major/Minor Programs” should be clearly labeled as “Semester Advising Sheet for the Program in the Boxed Outline” (or a similar title). 

· Delete item 6 and after in Professor Noda’s letter. 

· Clearly mark quarter advising sheet.

· Curriculum map: transform into course list.

7. American Indian Studies Minor

· Needs Valarie Williams’s letter

· Semester advising sheet: 
· It still refers to 100-level courses and the GEC.

· Advising sheet: should include paragraph about electives being approved by coordinating advisor found in rationale on previous page. Indeed, this paragraph explains the rationale for not listing all the Global Indigenous and Comparative Ethnic Studies courses.

· Information in footnote (*Note…) should be presented in another format than a footnote (because it leads the reader to believe that the note refers to another asterisk in the body of the advising sheet).
