1. Approval of 12-2-11 minutes      

MacGilvray, Sanders, unanimously approved (Adjust 12-2-11 minutes to reflect that Alan Beyerchen was present at that meeting.)
2. Item from the Chair (average approval time for new courses)  

ASC Senate would like to track a few courses to see how long it takes for courses to go through process. Different ways to achieve this: e.g., chair of each Panel could choose a few courses to track. If there are other suggestions on how to do this, send suggestions to Steve Fink or Mitch Masters.
3. Course updates from Panel Chairs  

· SBS Panel:

· City and Regional Planning 3500 “The Socially Just City” (Organizations and Polities & Diversity in the US): approved with contingency
· NMS Panel:

· Animal Science 2200.01 “Introductory Animal Sciences” (Biological Science): approved with contingency
· CSE 2111 “Modeling and Problem Solving with Spreadsheets and Databases” (Mathematical or Logical Analysis): unanimously approved
· Enrollment changes for CIS and CSE programs: increase in GPA for enrollment (will be 2.5 rather than 2.0).
· A&H Panel:

· MRS 2520 “Christians, Muslims, and Jews in the Mediterranean World” (Cultures and Ideas) : approved with contingency
· MRS 2610 “Science and Technology in Medieval and Renaissance Culture” (Cultures and Ideas): approved with contingency
· Classics 3202 “Slavery in the Greco-Roman World” (Cultures and Ideas, Historical Studies) : unanimously approved

· Classics 3203 “War in Ancient Greek and Roman Literature” (Literature) : unanimously approved
· Honors Panel has not met yet.
· GE Assessment Panel: Panel meeting was devoted to overview of what Panel will be tasked to do in WI quarter. There was also discussion about assessing 2 new GE categories: Education Abroad and Service Learning.
4. Community Outreach Education Minor  

· Used to be called Agricultural and Extension Education Minor. Proposal came through CCI as Outreach Education Minor. Then at CAA level, the name was changed again to become Community Outreach Education Minor. Does ASCC think that the new name is now appropriate?
· The unit that offers the minor is “Human & Community Resource Dev.”

· Currently, some ASC students take the minor.

· Some concerns: 
· We cannot check that the new name is more pertinent because we have not seen the syllabi.

· EHE Dean agreed to the name change of major and specializations. The concurrence does not seem to apply to the new name of the minor.
· The majors and the specializations within the majors do not include the word “Outreach.” 

· It is not clear to what extent non-FAES units have been involved in discussions.
· Will students only interact with Extension agents or will they interact with organizations outside the extension system (e.g., COSI)?

· A course like Comldr 2530 clearly has an agricultural foundation.
· Name of minor promises a lot of breadth, but in actuality the minor seems focused on agricultural settings. Once a term like “Outreach” has been used by another college, ASC may get closed out.
· Will our decision to approve this minor impact any current or future ASC minor/program? In other words, if ASC develops a program later with the word “Outreach,” will that be a problem for us (cf. FAES currently “owns” Environmental Science)? A: The culture of the university is changing.
· Vote to approve for ASC students: von Frese, Brintlinger, 7 in favor; 5 opposed; 2 abstentions. Conversion approved
· [In the feedback to the unit, indicate ASCC’s concern about the words “Community” and “Outreach.” I.e., ASC would like to maintain the ability to propose programs/minors focused on these concepts in the future.] 
5. BA/BSBA and BS/BSBA semester conversion  (guest: Jay Yutzey)  

· FCOB is submitting the programs & needs concurrence from ASC. For ASC students, 2 degrees in ASC take 151 hrs (instead of 141 hrs in this combined ASC/FCOB program). So this program enables students to graduate a little faster.
· All the requirements for both degrees need to be completed. In GE, the 2 sets of requirements are articulated and the degree that has more demanding requirement in each category is the requirement that must be satisfied. 

· This is very much a straightforward conversion.

· This is a popular program: currently about 250 students are enrolled. Last year, 50 students graduated.

· In some cases, having gotten the dual degree, it takes fewer credit hrs for a student to obtain the MBA.

· Q: The GE Data Analysis course mentioned for both BSBA-BA and BSBA-BS is Stats 1430. Could a student take a higher course (for ASC students who need to take a higher number)—e.g., Economics majors take Stats 1450?  A: Yes. 
· Likewise, the stated Social Science requirement indicates Econ 2001.01. However, Econ 2001 .02 and .03 will be offered and are more advanced. It will be fine for students to take the higher versions.

6. Faculty rules for ASC degree 

Rules were approved by CCI in October 2011. Some language was left to be ironed out

· Page 1, Pt 5: “In the case of a student pursuing multiple degrees, at least 30 additional semester hours (beyond the 121 hours required for a single degree) must be earned for each additional degree sought, and at least XX of those hours must be ASC or ASC-approved upper-division course work. The GE requirements for each degree must be fulfilled. (Note:  slightly different rules apply to students pursuing two tagged degrees in programs in the Arts.  These rules can be found XXX.)”  
· Issue: if we stipulate a number of credit hours, there may be some programs that might not have xx upper-level hours. One can imagine that this might be the case for some interdisciplinary programs. (Part of issue: 367 has become 2367, a lower-level course and 4597 is optional). 
· Q: “The GE requirements for each degree must be fulfilled.” What does that mean? For example, a student earning a BS must take 2 labs. Therefore, a student whose first degree is a BA would still need to take another lab. The sentence as phrased this way may lead one to think that the student would need to take 2 sets of GEs

XX: suggestion: 18 (=6 classses) of the 30 additional hours. “In the case of a student pursuing multiple degrees, at least 30 additional semester hours (beyond the 121 hours required for a single degree) must be earned for each additional degree sought, and at least 18 of those hours must be ASC or ASC-approved upper-division course work. The GE requirements for each degree must be fulfilled.”

XXX: Arts TAG degrees have always had slightly different rules. Those rules were approved by CCI last year.
· Page 3, Pt. 2: Last year CCI did approve a few minors with 1000-level courses. Rephrase the rule thus: “1000-level courses shall not be counted toward the 12-hour minimum.”
