Schwartz, McMahon, unanimously approved
2. Spanish 2389 new course requesting Individuals and Groups and US Diversity  
This course is viewed as a strong addition to the curriculum (expect strong demand). The bolded items are suggestions to the department:
· Recommendation to A&H Panel: Seek concurrences: e.g., Sociology, Political Science, Speech and Hearing Science, Linguistics.
· Diversity GE: course fits very well in this GE category.

· Social Science Individual and Groups GE: expected learning outcome #2 is clearly fulfilled in course; expected learning outcome #1 is not as clearly present. Also textbooks (except for Schildkraut’s) and course description focus more on Humanities aspect. 

· Assessment plan: 
· Some confusion as to whether the students or the course is/are going to be assessed. Does faculty really plan on annually bringing in the Center for Teaching and Learning (probably “UCAT—University Center for the Advancement of Teaching” is meant)? Is this viable on an ongoing basis? 

· Last point should state how unit is going to use the information to change the course
· Syllabus: 

· P. 1: Right before the expected learning outcomes for the Social Sciences: Incorporate the goals for Social Science GE.
· P. 2 Course-specific Learning Outcomes: 2 and 3: should be rephrased as learning outcomes (i.e., start with “Students + “action verb”).

3. Speech and Hearing Science 6150 new graduate course 
This course is viewed as a strong addition to the curriculum. The bolded items are suggestions to the department:

· Question: Non-experts would probably not know what:“SLP” means (see title). A: It stands for “Speech Language Pathology.” Graduate students in Speech and Hearing Science would know that.
· P. 1: T TH 5:30-7:18: Is time conforming? Should this be a 4 credit course? (This is probably a 3-cr course but the times do not seem to have been adjusted for semesters.)

· p. 5: 

· Double asterix does not seem to refer to anything. Reader expects a footnote.

· Grading scale: D is missing.
· Prereq on curriculum.osu.edu form: not enforceable electronically. M. Trudeau is aware of this, but unit will try to have this information approved by OUR.
