Schwartz, McMahon, unanimously approved
2) Geog 3601 (add Global Studies) 
· Course already has Organizations and Polities GE. Now requesting additional Global Studies GE status.
· Syllabus contains lengthy GE rationale.

· Discussion: Course fulfills Global Studies ELOs.

· Assessment plan is limited. Specificity would be welcome. (GE rationale is more specific.) SEIs do not specifically pertain to GE; they are questions pertaining to instruction. Suggestion: Provide indirect assessment method. (If Geography has assessment methods already in place, these could be used.)
· Recommendations for syllabus: (1) Add actual GE goals on syllabus; (2) refer to “GE” instead of “GEC.”

3) Geog 2500 (add Social Sciences: Organizations and Polities & Global Studies) 
· Recommendations for syllabus: (1) Add actual GE goals on syllabus; (2) refer to “GE” instead of “GEC.”
· Assessment plan: SEIs do not specifically pertain to GE; they are questions pertaining to instruction. Suggestion: Provide indirect assessment method. (If Geography has assessment methods already in place, these could be used.)

· Recommendations when course is offered

· Use standard language for academic misconduct & disability statement (and use 16-point font for the disability statement). 
· Provide greater specificity on how the grades will be provided—e.g., add numerical range for letter grades. 

· Assignments could be further explained.

5) Semester conversion: City and Regional Planning Minor  
· 7. Proposed Program Requirements (p. 3) and Semester Advising Sheet (p. 10)

· Should indicate that at least 6 hours must be taken at the 3000-level or above. (This is an ASC rule for semester minors.)

· Add “5000 level” to this sentence: “The remaining credit hours are to be chosen from any City and Regional Planning courses at the 2000, 3000, or 4000 level.” (Indeed, there are four 5000-level courses listed.)

6) Semester conversion: Surveying and Mapping Minor  
· Ask College of Engineering whether quarter minor has actually been changed and revised minor been implemented under quarters. If minor under quarters has changed, this could have repercussions for Geography. If applicable, ask for the quarter revision proposal including good information on how the quarter courses changed. That is, it would be useful to see the titles of the courses so that the SBS Panel be able to clearly understand how the old quarter minor became the new quarter minor. This should be accompanied by a rationale for why those changes were necessary.
7) Semester conversion: Global Public Health Minor 

· Inform unit that this is a popular minor and we would like to offer the minor to our students. However, all minors approved for ASC students need to comply with the following rule: At least 6 hours must be taken at the 3000-level or above. Global Public Health Minor needs to be adjusted to reflect this.
