Attached is a new course request initiated by the Musicology Area. This course has been approved by the School of Music Graduate Committee, the Curriculum Committee and the full faculty. In addition, the course is simultaneously going through the approval process in the Department of Slavic Studies.

This course has been offered twice under a 694 designation. The purpose of the course is to examine Russian opera through the lens of Russian cultural, social, and political contexts. The course explores some of the major Russian operas from the 1830s through the 1930s.
