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MUSIC 101.01 U 2  Applied Music for Nonmajors Group Instruction I, Piano

I. Objectives
At the successful completion of this course, the student will demonstrate the ability to: 

* read music melodically and harmonically by letter name and intervallic 

   relationship

* apply the knowledge of chord symbols through the harmonization of melodies

* play given keyboard repertoire that will demonstrate note-reading, maintaining a  

   steady pulse, a degree of technical facility, independence of the right and left hand 

   and other elements of musicality.



* demonstrate skills of improvisation through the integration of given elements  

           developed in the context of phrase, rhythm and formal structure. 

* apply the basic principles of piano playing through scales, chords, varied    

    accompaniment to melody lines. 

II. Course Content and Procedure 
Course content will be achieved through work in the class, regular assignments, active listening, playing, and discussions. Students will have the opportunity to play individually, in small groups, and full class ensemble.

III. Course Requirements

Practice Facilities and Practicing

Attendance
